Jesus, the unblemished Son of God, died the death that the sinner deserved, so that the sinner can be forgiven and walk away free from eternal death!

9.  What did John the Baptist call Jesus?   John 1:29.   Answer:  The ________ of God.

Note:  John knew that all the Old Testament sacrifices pointed forward to Jesus.  He was the “Lamb slain from the foundation of the world”!  Our heavenly Father gave the sanctuary service to ancient Israel to help them understand the substitutionary death of the Messiah to come.  They were saved by faith in the Messiah that was to come just as we today are saved by faith in the Messiah who HAS come!  All who will ever be saved, of all ages, will be saved by faith in what Jesus has done!

Now faith has two parts.  Those two parts are belief and trust. For example, I may believe that a chair on the other side of the room is capable of supporting my weight, but I will never know for sure until I go and sit in the chair!  In much the same way, we might believe that Jesus is the Son of God, and that if we, by faith, put the weight of our sins on Him, He will take the weight and give us rest.  But we will never experience this until we are willing to put ourselves totally in His care!  We must be willing to surrender ourselves to Him!"  

For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord." Romans 6:23

16.  What kingdom did the head of gold represent?   Verses 36-38.   Answer:  The kingdom of _________.
Note:  The head of gold represented the golden kingdom of Babylon! This is the beginning point of the prophecy.  In verse 39 the Lord predicted through Daniel that another kingdom inferior to Babylon would conquer it.  This kingdom, history tells us, was the Medo-Persian kingdom, represented by the chest and arms of silver!  Although Medo-Persia was an inferior kingdom to Babylon, it conquered the mighty Babylon in 539 BC.

Babylon was surrounded by huge walls, which protected the city from any enemy.  The Babylonian king laughed when he heard of the approach of the troops of Cyrus.  He was well prepared, his defenses were completed; his mighty city had all the provisions it needed and the mighty walls, well protected afforded Babylon safety, or so he thought!  But God’s word said an “inferior kingdom” would conquer Babylon!

A plan came to Cyrus that if the water of the Euphrates River, which ran under the mighty walls of Babylon, could be diverted until the river was low enough for his armies to ford, they could march right under the walls of Babylon into the city!  But there were gates that would have prevented their entry into the city. The night of the capture of Babylon was a night of celebration and feasting.  The people were so occupied with their drinking and partying that they did not even notice the level of the water of the Euphrates River go down.  And one hundred and seventy years before the event, God had said something about those great bronze gates of Babylon.

17.  What did the Lord say He would do for Cyrus (even naming the general Cyrus even before he was born!) concerning the “two leaved gates”?   Isaiah 45:1.

Answer: ________ them and the gates shall not be _________.

Note:  The night that Cyrus’ troops marched under the walls of Babylon, the gate keepers were so drunk they forgot to shut the gates that would have protected the city from this invasion.  This is just what God’s word had said 170 years before!  And that night the Medo-Persian Empire conquered Babylon!  See Daniel 5:30-31.  In Daniel 2:39, the prophet said that a “third kingdom of brass ... shall bear rule over all the earth.”  History tells us that the Grecian Empire of Alexander the Great conquered Medo-Persia and went on to rule the world until the empire of Rome, which succeeded it!  The Roman Empire was called the “Iron Empire” and it was represented in the vision by the legs of iron!

18.  What did the Lord’s word say would happen to the iron legs of the image?   Daniel 2:40-41.

Answer:  They would be _________.  The feet of the image were made part of _________ and part of _________.

Note:  This is exactly what happened to the mighty Roman Empire.  In the fourth century the Barbarian hordes began to attack the Roman Empire weakened by political and moral decay.  These tribes that invaded claimed territories until the empire was broken up to form modern Europe!  This is what the ten toes on the feet of the image represented!

19.  What did the Lord say about these nations of Europe?   Daniel 2:42-43.   Answer:  “They shall not  one to another...”

Note:  Napoleon, Hitler and others tried to go against this prophecy of God’s Word.   They tried to unite all of Europe into one empire.  But God said, “they shall not cleave one to another!”  Friends, God’s word is sure!   And remember, these words were written in approximately 600 BC and yet they told in advance the history of nations until the end of time and beyond!   This prophecy of Daniel 2 will help us identify the beast of Revelation as we will see in the prophecy guides to follow!

20.  What did the Lord say would happen in the days of these “kings”?   Verses 44-45.

Answer:  The God of heaven shall set up His _________.

Note:  The rock that struck this image on its feet represents the Lord Jesus Christ.  He is the “Rock of Ages!”   See 1 Corinthians 10:4.    The fact that the rock struck the image on its feet tells us that it is today, while we are living in the feet of the image so to speak, that we are to look for Jesus to come!  Europe will not be united into one empire because God said that Jesus would come in the days of those “kings”!   Friends, the Lord Jesus will soon return and set up His kingdom, which will reign forever and ever! We will learn more about this in guide 6.  God’s word is sure and steadfast.  Believe it.  Live by it and you will never go wrong!

21.  Are you willing to accept the Bible as the sure word of God, and will you decide to live by this word?

Note:  Jesus said, “I will come again.”  He said, “If it were not so. I would have told you.”  Believe Him, friends.  He is no liar!  The King of Kings and Lord of Lords will return just as He said in His Word!

Note:  This text is very plain.  Jesus’ return will be no “secret”!  It will be a catastrophic event witnessed by the whole world!   What about Christ's Coming as a Thief?  Christ's coming as a thief refers not to how He comes, but to when He comes.  It's unexpected.  It's a surprise to those who are unprepared.   Matthew 24:30 tells us that “Then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall SEE the Son of man coming on the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.”

Note: Jesus will return “in like manner” as He went up into heaven after His resurrection!  This is the plain testimony of the Word of God! He did not ascend secretly or in a way which was invisible, and He will not return secretly as so many today teach!  See also Matthew 24:29-31.

11.  What did Jesus compare His return to?   Matthew 24:27.   Answer:  _________

Note:  There are no secret lightning bolts!  They are so bright that you can see them with your eyes closed!  So will Jesus’ return to this earth be!  He is coming with power and great glory!

12.  Besides dramatic visual events, will there be plenty of NOISE when Jesus returns?   1 Thessalonians 4:16.

Answer: _________!   See also Revelation 16:18-21.

13.  When Jesus returns, what will happen to the dead who died in Christ?   1 Corinthians 15:51-55.

Note:  Jesus will destroy death forever!  Believers will be changed from mortal to immortal in the twinkling of an eye!  We can praise our heavenly Father because death will be swallowed up in victory!

Note:  This means to be sorry for your sins and to ask forgiveness for them.  It also means that we TURN AWAY from them!  To be ready to meet Jesus means that you have accepted Him as your Lord and Savior, and that you have had your sins forgiven, and that you have indeed turned away from them!

16.  Another amazing prophecy that is being fulfilled in our time is the prophecy of Matthew 24:14.    After the gospel goes to the entire world, what did Jesus say would happen?

Note:  Today more than 40 groups have a goal of taking the gospel to the entire world within a few years.  The Bible now for the first time is available to every language group on earth through the untiring efforts of the Wycliffe Bible translators and others!  With the advent of satellites and super-powerful radio broadcasting, soon the work of preaching the gospel to all nations will be completed!  The Lord opened up the Communist countries to hear the gospel and He will soon do the same for the Moslem countries and China!  Soon friends, the “end shall come!”

17.  What other dramatic sign has recently happened that warns us that the Lord’s coming is near?   2 Thessalonians 2:3.

Note:  Paul warned about a “falling away” from the truth by many.  We as Protestant Christians are very concerned that some main stream churches are now ordaining practicing homosexuals as ministers, and others are doing “same sex marriages.”  On March 29, 1994, evangelical Christians such as Pat Robertson, Chuck Colson (the head of the Christian Mission Board of the Southern Baptist Convention), and Roman Catholic leaders signed a declaration called “Evangelicals and Catholics Together: The Christian Mission in the Third Millennium.”  The newspapers reported that this was an “historic declaration.”  Many look upon this as a great step forward, but in reality it means that the Protestant Churches have virtually agreed that the doctrines they have opposed because they were contrary to the Bible, and for which millions of faithful martyrs have been put to death, now make no difference!  This compromise on the doctrines of the Bible is surely a falling away!  One has to wonder if those who signed this agreement can still be called “Protestants,” since they no longer “protest” the anti-biblical teachings so many faithful Protestants have died for in ages past!  But friends, the word of God has not changed!  You and I must decide to follow what the Bible says and not the teachings of men!  Unity based on error is not unity, it is apostasy!

Note:  Paul, the greatest gospel teacher of all time, wrote that whether a person is circumcised or not doesn’t really matter, but what DOES matter is whether we keep God’s commandments or not! The reason it matters is because keeping God’s commandments shows that we are in Christ.Let’s carefully examine two very similar statements of Paul.  In Galatians 5:6, Paul wrote: “Circumcision is nothing, and uncircumcision is nothing, but faith working through love.”  This verse is very similar to 1 Corinthians 7:19.  A third similar verse is Galatians 6:15.  “For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision avails anything, but a new creation.”   The first part of all three of these verses relates to the Old Covenant idea of obey God and live, disobey or die, or righteousness by works.  The second part of all three of these verses relates to those who are in Christ.  Those that are in Christ will have a faith that works.  Those that are in Christ will be a new creation.  Those that are in Christ will keep God’s commandments motivated by agape love!   In the Old Testament, Abraham was given the free promise that he received by faith, and it was accounted unto him for righteousness.  Genesis 15:6.  Later God “tested” Abraham with a commandment to slay his son (obey).  Abraham’s test of obedience came after the free promise, and after he was declared righteous by faith.

7.  What did James say about “faith” without “works” of obedience?   James 2:18-22.   Answer:  It is __________.

Note:  In Genesis 26 verse 5, Yahweh, our heavenly Father, explains why He could give Abraham the free promise He had made to him. The Lord said, “because Abraham obeyed My voice, kept My charge, and My commandments, My statutes and My laws.”

There are many that fail to understand the relationship of faith and works.  For this reason, the devil has deceived much of the Christian world into believing that God’s law is no longer necessary for Christians to observe.  They say, “Only believe in Christ, and you are safe.  You have nothing to do with keeping the law.”  But genuine faith will be manifest in obedience.  Said Christ to the unbelieving Jews, “If ye were Abraham’s children, ye would do the works of Abraham.”  John 8:39.  Abraham OBEYED God because He loved the Lord!

8.  What is the "love" of God?   1 John 5:3.   Answer:  That we ________ His __________.

9.  How does the devil feel about those who “keep the commandments” of God in the last days of earth’s history?   Revelation 12:17.

Answer:  He is _________ with them.

Note:  The devil is angry with those who obey God’s commandments. Now let’s think a little.  If they are obeying the commandments out of fear, or in order to save themselves, or to get merit, the devil wouldn’t be angry with them!  He would be happy because every pagan religion has at its core the idea of earning salvation. He wouldn’t be angry with those keeping the commandments out of the principle of the Old Covenant.  No!  He is angry because they are keeping the commandments of God because they are filled with agape love!  They have been to the cross, and now they love God, and they keep His commandments because Christ dwells in their hearts through faith, and they are rooted and grounded in love!  This gets the devil crazy with anger!

10.  In the New Covenant under grace, where will the “law” be written?   Hebrews 10:16.

Answer:  In our __________ and __________.

Note:  Under grace in the New Covenant the believer does not keep the law to be saved, or for merit or out of fear!  Instead, his heart is filled with agape love, and he delights to do God’s will because the law is in his heart!  This is the same way Jesus obeyed His Father.  This is the same reason why the angels obey God’s commandments!Lucifer rebelled against obedience in heaven, and today he fights an insidious battle against those who love God and want to keep His commandments.

11.  After warning about the “Mark of the beast” in Revelation 14:9-11, what does the Lord say about the “saints”?   Revelation 14:12.

Answer:  They _________ the __________ of ________.

Note:  The saints have patience.  That is one of the fruits of the gospel, the fruits of the spirit!  They keep the commandments!  This verse is found right after the warning about the beast and his mark.  This indicates by the way that the mark of the beast must involve disobedience to God’s law!  These that the Lord points to with His blessing must be keeping God’s law out of agape love! Surely He would not point to them and say, “Here are they that keep the commandments” if they were doing it from selfish motives to work their way to heaven!  No, He says it with Godly joy because here are His separated ones -- His sanctified ones, and they are keeping the commandments of God because they are under the principle of agape love!

12.  Who will have the right to enter into the New Jerusalem, and to eat of the "tree of life"?   Revelation 22:14.

Answer: Those who _________.

Note:  Here God says that those who keep His commandments are blessed, and like Abraham they can obtain the promise given by grace because they are converted, they not only received the atonement by faith, they are keeping the commandments of God because Christ lives in them.  These matters we have discussed in this lesson will become more important when you study the next guide!   By God’s grace you will be in that number when the saints go marching in!  But you need to first have accepted the life, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ.  Remember that His perfect obedience has fulfilled the requirements of the law for salvation for you.  When He was crucified, it was for you, and if you believe the gospel you were crucified in Him and when He was resurrected, you came up with Him to walk in newness of life!  He gives you a new heart, and that new heart will have the law of God written in it and you will walk as Jesus walked!  You will love the Lord, and love to keep His holy laws!

It is estimated that there have been over 40 million laws to control human behavior, but the Almighty has given us just Ten Commands!
Note:  According to these verses, the Jews had “gone out of the synagogue.” (KJV)   If Paul was a Sunday keeper, as some say, it would have been the perfect opportunity for Paul to invite these Gentiles who were pleading with him to preach some more to come back the next day for Sunday service!  But he didn’t tell them that because Paul held no Sunday services!  It says that the NEXT SABBATH DAY the whole town came back for preaching and worship services!  There is not a single verse of Scripture that commands anyone to keep Sunday holy!  But there are literally scores of verses commanding us to observe the seventh day Sabbath!

11.  Did those who loved and followed Jesus observe the Sabbath even after His death?   See Luke 23:50-56.

Answer: _________

Note:  From this text of Scripture, it is plain that these women who loved and followed Jesus and who knew what He taught kept the seventh-day Sabbath carefully, not even anointing their Master’s dead body on the Sabbath day!  Surely they would have obeyed Jesus if He taught that after His death they did not need to keep the seventh day Sabbath as some teach today!   "Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy.  Six days you shall labor and do all your work, but the seventh day is the Sabbath of the Lord you God."

12.  What does Ezekiel 20:12 tell us the Sabbath is?   Answer:  It is a _________ between us and the _________.

Note:  Since the only way we can be “sanctified” is through the righteousness of Christ, it is plain then that the Sabbath is also a sign of sanctification.  The new birth is also the work of the Creator!  “If any man be in Christ, He is a NEW CREATURE.”  2 Corinthians 5:17.  Thus, the Sabbath is a sign of the Creator’s re-creation of the human heart at conversion!

13.  To be a commandment keeper, how many of the Ten Commandments must I be keeping?  James 2:10-12.

Answer: _________

Note:  Jerusalem was surrounded by the Roman armies and destroyed by Titus in AD 70.  Why would Jesus encourage His disciples to pray that their flight be not on the Sabbath if at that time they wouldn't be keeping it?

James wrote this epistle in approximately 50 AD, some nineteen years after Jesus’ death, resurrection, and ascension.  He still believed that the Ten Commandments were binding upon all men! Notice also that we will be “judged” by the Ten Commandments! James called them the “law of liberty,” and not a “yoke of bondage” as the false teachers claim the Ten Commandments are. It is the lawbreaker who goes to prison and is put in bondage, not the law keeper!  Also, we must observe all ten of the commandments.  Nine tenths of obedience is not obedience at all!In over 105 languages in the world, the word for the seventh day of the week is "Sabbath"!

14.  Were there other "ceremonial" sabbaths that were not part of the Ten Commandments?  Leviticus 23:24-32.

Answer: _________

Note:  When Jesus died on the cross, the temple curtain was ripped from top to bottom by an angel’s hand to show that in heaven's sight, earthly sacrifices were to cease.  Jesus, the true “Lamb of God” had died on the cross!  See Matthew 27:51.

After Jesus’ death, all the ceremonial sabbaths and laws that pertained to sacrifice and offerings came to an end.  It is these ceremonial sabbaths that were a “shadow” of the cross, and hence are now done away with!

In Leviticus 23:37-38, it makes very plain the distinction between the ceremonial sabbaths and the “Sabbaths of the Lord.”  The seventh day Sabbath existed before sin entered the world and is not a “shadow” of the cross!  The seventh day Sabbath was a memorial of creation and will be observed even in the new earth as we have already learned.  Be careful that no one deceives you on this point!  Some take verses such as Colossians 2 and “twist” the meaning to excuse their Sabbath breaking!  Peter warned us about this.  See 2 Peter 3:15-17.   

Can we really be sure which day the "Seventh" day is?   The only way that the seventh-day Sabbath could be done away with is that another God more powerful than Yahweh would have to come along, destroy the entire universe, create a new one, and give another day in memorial of his creation!  But friends, there is no other God!  As long as the universe exists the seventh day Sabbath will be observed!

"In it you shall do no work; you, nor your son, nor your daughter, nor your male servant, nor your female servant, nor your cattle, nor your stranger who is within your gates."

15.  What did Daniel say the false Religious power known as the “Little Horn” would try to do?  Daniel 7:25.

Answer:  Seek to ________ and _________.

Note:  This he has done, and in so doing has deceived the whole world! Choose rather, to obey God’s Word!

Note:  These horns represent the ten different kingdoms which resulted from the breakup of the Roman Empire in the fourth and fifth centuries.  It was this breakup of the Roman Empire which gave us the modern nations of Europe we have today!  The horns of this beast correspond to the ten toes of the image of Daniel chapter 2.

9.  What did Daniel see rise up among the ten horns?   Verse 8.   Answer:  another _________.

Note:  This “little horn” rose up after the ten horns were already formed.  In other words, it rose after 476 AD, the date which historians give for the fall of the Roman Empire.  This “little horn” arose among the ten, which means it began in Europe in the latter part of the fourth century!  The prophecy also said that this little horn “plucked up by the roots” three of the ten horns. There is no other power that could fit this prophecy other than the power of Papal Rome which rose in Europe at this time and through whose influence and decrees resulted in the destruction of three of the ten kingdoms. These three were the Heruli, the Vandals and the Ostrogoths!   This “little horn” had “eyes like the eyes of man, and a mouth speaking great things.”  This represents the bishop of Rome -- the “Pope” who rules this little horn religious kingdom that followed Pagan Rome!  In the next lesson we will learn more about the “great things” claimed by the Pontiff of Rome!

10.  What did Daniel see being “set” during the rule of the little horn and during the time which he spoke “great words?”   Daniel 7:9-11.

Answer:  "... the _________ was set, and the _________ were _________" (verse 10).

Note:  At some time during the latter reign of this little horn, God’s judgment in heaven takes place!  Verses 13 and 14 describe Jesus coming before the Father during this judgment to receive the kingdom.  This takes place just before He returns to this earth to take possession of all the kingdoms of this world!  This is what the rock of Daniel chapter 2 represented.  I Praise God that Jesus is coming soon!  Read verses 13 and 14 now.

11. What finally happened to the little horn kingdom?   Verse 11.   

Answer:  It was _________ and given to the _________ flame.

Note:  Daniel saw the future overthrow of the little horn.  In verses 15 through 20, the Bible describes how Daniel was troubled by the things he saw in his vision.  He especially wanted to know about the fourth beast and about the ten horns, especially the little horn with the big mouth!   Read these verses now.

12. What did the “little horn” do to the saints?   Daniel 7:21.   Answer:  He _________ against them.

Note:  This verse tells us that the little horn would kill many “saints” (those who have accepted Jesus and believe His word).  This is exactly what Papal Rome has done in the centuries past!  The Roman Church put 50 million Bible believing Christians to death during the “Dark Ages”.  They were called “heretics” because they would not bow to the decrees of Rome.  Millions were burned at the stake, stretched to death on racks, thrown into wells, etc.!  You can read about these persecutions in Foxes Book of Martyrs, which you can get at any Christian bookstore.

13.  Who will Jesus give the kingdom to after the heavenly judgment is over?   Verse 22.   Answer:  the ________.

14.  What does the Bible tell us about the little horn kingdom in Daniel 7:24?

Answer:  He shall be _________ from the other kingdoms, and he shall _________ three kings.

Note:  The little horn kingdom of Papal Rome is “diverse” or different from all other kingdoms that came before it!  The others were all political kingdoms, but this one was a religious kingdom that will rule millions till the end of time when the Lord Jesus will finally destroy it!  It is a horse of a different color!

15.  What will the little horn “think” to do?   Daniel 7:25.   Answer:  "change _________ and _________."

Note:  The Roman Church has thought to change God’s time of worship from the seventh-day Sabbath to Sunday, the first day of the week, the same day that was the holy day of ancient sun worship!  She has also changed God’s Ten Commandments in her catechism by eliminating the second commandment that forbids image and statue worship and dividing the tenth into two commandments in order to maintain the same number of commandments!  You will learn more about this in the next lesson.

16.  During the judgment going on in heaven now, what will be taken away from the Papal horn?   Verse 26.

12.  According to the prophecy of Revelation 13, the Roman Papacy “beast” has a “mark.”  Will the Roman church attempt to enforce its “mark” through economic means?   Revelation 13:16-17.   Answer: _________

13. What does the Papal Church of Rome claim is its “mark” of authority?

Answer:  Sunday worship!  In a letter written by Cardinal Gibbons on November 11, 1895, this leading Roman Catholic prelate wrote:   “Of course the Catholic Church claims that the change (from Sabbath to Sunday) was her act.  It could not have been otherwise, as none in those days would have dreamed of doing anything in matters spiritual and ecclesiastical and religious without her.  And the act is a MARK of her ecclesiastical authority in religious things.”   In the past, Pope John Paul has called Sunday the “MARK of Christianity”!  Early in 1999, Pope John Paul issued Dies Domini, a major encyclical regarding the keeping of Sunday in which he called for “civil legislation” to enforce Sunday sacredness!

14.  Did the prophet Daniel predict that the “little horn” (another title for the fallen Papal church) would try to change God’s times and laws?   Daniel 7:25.   Answer: _________

Note:  Prophecy said the “little horn” would attempt to change God’s times and laws.  Rome has done it!  How plain the word of God is!  Students of the Bible will not be ignorant of these most important matters!

15. What does the God of heaven say His SIGN or MARK is?    Ezekiel 20:12.   Answer:  The _________.

Note:  The same word that is translated “mark” in Revelation 13 was used in Ezekiel 20:12 when it was translated into the Greek language in the Septuagint version of the Old Testament.  In fact, the same Hebrew word translated as “sign” in Ezekiel 20:12 is translated as “mark” in Genesis 4:15!   It is important that you understand that Sunday worship is not NOW the mark of the beast.  It is only when it is enforced by law, and after all have had an opportunity to know the issues involved, that the mark will be put on those who WILLINGLY break God’s Sabbath commandment and honor the false Sabbath of the Roman church otherwise known as the “beast,” the “Great Whore,” or “Babylon the Great.”

16.  Where does modern Sunday worship come from?  Let’s let D.B. Ray, a Roman Catholic author answer this question from his book The Papal Controversy published in 1892.  The quote below is from page 179 of his book.

Answer:  “From this same Catholic Church you Protestants accepted your Sunday, and that Sunday, as the Lord’s Day, the Roman Catholic Church has handed down as a TRADITION; and the entire Protestant world has accepted it as tradition, FOR THERE IS NOT AN IOTA OF SCRIPTURE TO ESTABLISH IT!  Therefore, that which Protestants have accepted as their rule of faith, inadequate as it of course is, as well as your Sunday, you have accepted on the authority of the Roman Catholic Church.”   Thus the Roman church proudly boasts that it has changed the Sabbath to Sunday, and she laughs at Protestants for obeying her commandment of Sunday worship even though there is “not an iota of Scripture to establish” Sunday worship!  But Rome cannot make such a boast against those who keep the commandments of God as found in God’s Word -- the Bible!  A pastor of the Seventh-day Adventist Church prepared these lessons.  Here’s what Rome has to say about the TRUE Protestants in this issue!   “The Roman Catholic Church changed the observance of the Sabbath to Sunday by right of the divine, infallible authority given to her by her Founder, Jesus Christ. The Protestant claiming the Bible to be the only guide of faith has no warrant for Observing Sunday. In this matter, THE SEVENTH-DAY ADVENTIST IS THE ONLY CONSISTENT PROTESTANT” -- The Catholic Universe bulletin, August 14, 1942, page 4.

17.  Is it evident that the “mark” of the beast will involve one of the Ten Commandments?   Revelation 14:9-12.

Note:  In verse 12, the Lord contrasts those who “keep the commandments of God” with those who receive the mark of the beast!  This makes it clear that the mark of the beast will involve disobedience to one of the Ten Commandments of God!  The only commandment most of the world has been deceived about is the fourth one involving the Seventh-day Sabbath, the ONLY DAY God calls His sign or mark, and the day Rome changed to Sunday which she claims as her MARK!Look at Revelation 12:9 and 13:3.

Note:  Rome has been responsible for the deaths of millions of people killed directly by her or through her influence on the nations of the earth!

Note:  The great controversy is over obedience to Yahweh and His word versus obedience to the enemy of souls and his counterfeit ways! The whole world has been led astray, deceived by this false religious system!  You are, right NOW, being privileged to hear the truth about these matters!  All must make a decision regarding this issue.   Although these things must take place, we need not fear if we are in Christ!  Let us always remember that if we cling to Jesus and obey His Word, we shall never be lost, and no one will be able to snatch us from His hand!  The Lord tells us these things, not to frighten us, but to keep us from also being deceived. These truths will be obvious enough to the ones who are interested in doing God’s will!  The Great whore says that Sunday worship, which comes from ancient Babylonian sun worship, is her "mark" or sign.  Yahweh, the God of heaven, says that His sign or mark is the Seventh-day Sabbath.  Which one will you choose to obey?  I pray it’s the Word of God!

These lessons have covered some very vital Bible truth! of eternity!  It is terribly painful to the Godhead to have to see any children destroyed.  For this reason our heavenly Father sent His only Son so that “whosoever believeth in Him should not PERISH, but have eternal life.”  John 3:16.

13. What fate will the wicked suffer?   Matthew 25:46.   Answer: ________

Note:  They suffer “everlasting punishment,” not everlasting “punishing.”   There is an important difference here!  The effects of the punishment are everlasting, not the punishment itself!

Another verse that is often used by some who believe in eternal torture of the wicked is Mark 9:43 through 48 where Jesus speaks of a fire that “is not quenched.”  Jesus is there quoting Isaiah 66, verse 24 where it talks about their “worm shall not die; neither shall their fire be quenched.”  But in that verse it says the righteous shall look upon the “carcasses of the men that have transgressed!”  They were not alive screaming in agony!  The fire God sends will not be able to be quenched by anyone until the work of destruction that God has ordained is completed!

14.  What are the wages of sin?   Romans 6:23.   Answer:  ________

Note:  Is this not plain?  The wages of sin is DEATH, not an eternal life of torture!  The opposite of eternal life is eternal death or destruction.  Revelation calls it the “second death.”

15.  What will the wicked be punished with?   2 Thessalonians 1:6-11.   (The answer is in verse 9.)

Answer:  Everlasting ________.

Note:  If I burn up a piece of paper, it has undergone “everlasting destruction.”  It cannot be brought back again.  But that piece of paper will not be burning forever!

16.  What about Revelation 20, verse 10.  Does this not teach that the devil and his angels will be burning forever and ever?

Answer:  No.  First of all, Revelation is written in symbolic language and must be understood that way.  Not all of Revelation can be taken literally.  For example, in Revelation 19:3, it mentions a “great whore.”  But the great whore is not a literal prostitute running around drinking a cup of blood as it says in Revelation 17:6!  The great whore is a representation of the false church as is the “beast and the false prophet” mentioned in Revelation 20:10.  There are many representations or symbols used in Revelation that cannot be taken literally such as Satan being a literal “great red dragon” (Revelation 12:3) or the true church being a literal woman “clothed with the sun” as described in Revelation 12:1.  The “for ever and ever” smoke mentioned in Revelation 19:3 and the “for ever and ever” torment mentioned in Revelation 20:10 must be understood as a symbolic representation of the utter destruction of the enemies of God!  If we took this verse literally, it would contradict all the very plain non-symbolic texts in the Bible that tell us that the wicked will be burned up, destroyed, and turned to ashes!  Besides, in Revelation 21 verse 4, which is not symbolic, but rather a literal pronouncement of God, it states that there will be no “pain” in the new heaven and new earth.  So where then will these millions of people screaming in torment be if the Lord says there will be no pain in the entire universe (which is what “new heaven and new earth” represent)?

17.  How long does it say that Jonah was in the belly of the whale?   Johah 2:1-6.    (The answer is in verse 6.)

Answer:________

Note:  Notice that Jonah used the term "for ever" as a figure of speech as we might do today.  For example, I might say, “I waited forever to get my new car.”  Did I really wait “forever”?  So there are a few instances in the Bible where the term “for ever” cannot be taken literally.  Context and common sense controlled by the Holy Spirit must be used when reading the word of God. Another example of the symbolic use of the term “for ever” is found in Philemon, verse 15.  This is the same Greek word used in Revelation 20:10 we spoke about earlier.   It also says in Jude 7 that Sodom and Gomorra suffered the “vengeance of eternal fire.”  But these wicked cities are not still burning today!  It is the effects of their punishment that will last eternally!

18.  What does Psalm 37:20 say will happen to the wicked?   Answer:  They will ________.

19.  When did the apostle Paul expect to receive his “crown of righteousness”?  Was it when he died or when Jesus returned?   2 Timothy 4:8.

20.  Will some burn in the "lake of fire" longer than others?   Luke 12:47-48 & 58-59.   Answer: ________

Note:  The wicked receive their recompense in the earth.  Proverbs 11:31 says “They shall be as stubble; and the day that cometh shall burn them up,” saith the Lord of hosts.  Some are destroyed in a moment, while others suffer many days.  All are punished “according to their deeds.”  The sins of the righteous have been transferred to Satan.  He is made to suffer not only for his own rebellion, but also for all the sins which he has caused God’s people to commit.  His punishment will be far greater than that of those whom he has deceived.  After all have perished who fell by his deceptions, he will still live and suffer on.  In the cleansing flames, the wicked are at last destroyed both root and branch -- Satan the root, his followers the branches.  The full penalty of the law will be visited upon the wicked, and the demands of justice will be met, and heaven and earth, beholding, will declare the righteousness of Jehovah (Yahweh).

21.  Do you know that when Jesus returns you will be given eternal life, and made immortal?

Note:  In order to be described as those who “keep the commandments of God,” the remnant church must be keeping all ten of the Ten Commandments because James 2:10-12 tells us that if we break one, we are guilty of breaking them all!  So the remnant church will be keeping all of the Ten Commandments!  Most churches agree with nine of the commandments, but almost all are deceived about the fourth one, which requires the observance of the seventh day as the Sabbath!

So the true church will teach men to keep the seventh day Sabbath, for you cannot "worship Him who made heaven and earth" while ignoring the seventh day Sabbath which God gave as His memorial to creation!   So far we have learned that the true church would arise in America after 1798.  It would keep all ten of God’s Commandments, it will warn the world about the beast and his mark, and it will tell the world to worship the Creator by keeping holy the Sabbath day!  Friends, already we can see that the Seventh-day Adventist Church fits these prophecies.   But the Lord gives us even more identifying marks.  Let’s study some more!

Note:  The true church would have someone in it that would have the “testimony of Jesus” or the “Spirit of Prophecy.”  The Seventh-day Adventist Church was given this “Spirit of Prophecy” shortly after 1844 through the ministry of Ellen G. White, who received numerous visions that have stood the test of the Bible and time!  So it is clear that the Seventh-day Adventist Church has yet more proof that it is indeed the “remnant church” mentioned in Bible prophecy.  But there is still more evidence!

It fits perfectly the prophecy about the “remnant church.”  God wants you to make a decision to join His remnant church in these last days.  You have learned some very important truths in these ten lessons.  We pray that they have been a real blessing to you.
