Note: Many today say that they “see” Jesus often.  One popular television preacher says that Jesus visits him every morning when he is shaving!  He says “I just say ‘Hello Lord,’ and go on shaving!”  What a different reaction the holy apostle John had when he saw the REAL risen Lord!  It makes us wonder if the “Jesus” many are claiming to see today might not be counterfeits that Jesus warned us about in Matthew 24:5.

13. What does Jesus have the “keys” to?  See verse 18.

Answer: _______ and of ________.

Note: The word translated hell here is the Greek word hades and literally means the “grave or abode of the dead.”  Jesus has the keys to everlasting life!  Have you asked Him to be your Lord and Savior and to forgive you of your sins?  Have you received the free gift of eternal life?  If you have, then you should know now that you have eternal life.  If you don’t know, then why not let the person sharing these studies with you lead you in the simple prayer of faith right now?  Do it before you do the next question! If you are taking these studies by mail, here is the simple prayer of faith you can pray right now:
“Dear Father in heaven, please forgive me of my sins.  I accept Thy Son Jesus Christ as my personal Lord and Savior.  Jesus, thank you for dying on the cross for me.  I receive now by faith the gift of eternal life.”

If you prayed this prayer in sincerity, then you have eternal life! The Holy Spirit will live in you and cause you to grow in grace and knowledge!  Praise the Lord!  See 1 John 5:12-

Note: Here we see how the Lord tells us that stars represent angels.  There are many other verses in the Bible that help us explain the symbolism used in the book of Revelation.  For example, Revelation 17:15 tells us that “water” represents “many peoples, and nations, and tongues" in Bible prophecy.  Ezekiel 4:6 tells us that a day represents a year in prophecy, etc.

Bonus Study on the Gospel

1.
We cannot be good enough to be saved, for we all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.  We are saved by grace which is God’s unmerited favor to us.  See Romans 3:23 & Ephesians 2:8-9.


2.
If we could be saved by obeying the Ten Commandments alone, then Jesus’ death would be in vain.  See Galatians 2:21.


3.
Sin is breaking or transgressing God’s law.  Since we “all have sinned,” we owe the wages of sin, which the Bible says is “death.”  But we can choose to let Jesus' death on Calvary’s cross count as payment for our sins. This is God’s gift to all who will accept it!  See 1 John 3:4 & Romans 6:23.


4.
We must be born again before we can “see” the kingdom of God.  God’s Word tells us that if we confess our sins, Jesus will forgive us, and cleanse us from sin’s penalty and power!  1 John 1:9 & John 3:3.


5.
In Old Testament times, unblemished lambs and other sacrifices were offered on the altar for the forgiveness of sins. These sacrifices, and their shed blood pointed forward to Jesus, the REAL “Lamb of God who taketh away the sins of the world”! See Lev. 3:7-8 & John 1:29.


6.
When a person receives Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior, he or she becomes a new person in Christ.  Old things pass away!  See 2 Corinthians 5:17.


7.
We can know RIGHT NOW, for sure, that we have eternal life! See 1 John 5:9-13.  Through Jesus Christ, we can have peace with God.  See Romans 5:1.

8.
If we confess with our mouth the Lord Jesus, and believe in our heart that God raised Him from the dead, we will be saved! Jesus is asking us to open the door of our hearts to Him right now!  See Romans 10:9 & Revelation 3:20.


9.
The Lord wants us to “grow in grace.”  We do this by feeding on the “sincere milk of the Word” of God.  See 2 Peter 3:18 & 1 Peter 2:2.

10. What did Jesus say He would give to the “overcomers”?  Verse 17.


Answer: A ________ stone with a ________ written in it.
Note: In the court rooms of those days, when a man was declared “innocent” he would be given a white stone.  A black stone would mean “guilty.” Jesus said that He would give the overcomers a white stone declaring them innocent of sin through His shed blood!  Praise God!  He will also give us a "new name" if we are faithful!  These names are given by He who has “eyes like a flame”!  He looks right into our souls!  See verse 18.   He knows us inside and out!

11. What did Jesus commend the Thyatira church for?  See verse 19.

Note: This era of the church would be from 538 A.D. to 1798 AD., the 1260 year period when the church of Rome ruled supreme. This period describes the church of the "Dark Ages" which was rich in good works, with different religious societies of monks, priests, nuns, etc.  Monasteries were established all over the world, and acts of kindness, and vows of poverty were taken by many. Some of this was commended by Jesus.

12.  What serious condemnation did Jesus have for the Thyatira Church?  See verse 20.


Answer:   She allowed that woman ________ to come into the church and ________ the church to sin against Him!
Note: “Jezebel” was a literal wicked queen in the time of Ahab’s rule of ancient Israel. She led Israel to combine false sun worship with the true religion of God!  In the book of Revelation this “Jezebel” is a figurative name used to describe the abominations and false pagan customs that came into the Christian church during the Dark Ages. It was then that the fallen church was established!

In verse 21 the Lord said that He would give her “space” or time to repent, but she did not repent!  This false church with false doctrines still exists today!  As we continue to study the book of Revelation, you will learn beyond the shadow of a doubt the identity of this false church!

13. What did Jesus say He would do to those who follow these false doctrines?  See Rev. 2:23 and Rev. 13:8.

Note: It is a serious thing to follow false doctrines!  Error and deception are tools the devil uses to cause men and women, boys and girls to be lost! Those who do not intentionally follow false doctrine, but rather, who are living up to the light they have in sincerity will not be condemned.  See verses 24-25 of Revelation 2.

Bonus Study on the Godhead

1.
The Lord’s name in Hebrew is Yahweh.  Whenever you see the word LORD in all capital letters in the King James Bible, that is where the sacred name YAHWEH appears in the original Hebrew from which our English Bible is translated.  See Exodus 3:14-15 & Isaiah 42:8.

2.
The word for God in Hebrew is ELOHIM (pronounced L-O-HEEM).  This term literally means “Mighty Ones.”  It is a plural term like the word family is.  There can be ONE family with THREE members.  In the same way, there is ONE ELOHIM, with three members, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.  The angels cry "Holy, holy, holy" three times in heaven.  This may be because there are three members of Elohim -- the ONE Godhead!  See Matthew 28:19 & Isaiah 6:1-3.

3.
The Spirits of both Jesus and His Father make up the Holy Spirit, which has a unique personality of His own!  See John 14:23 & Revelation 22:17.

4.
Jesus referred to the Holy Spirit as a person, not an it!  See John 14:26 & 1 Corinthians 2:11.

5.
Jesus explained that He and His Father were ONE in the same way He wanted His disciples to be ONE!  See John 17:11.

6.
Stephen prayed to Jesus calling Him “God.”  See Acts 7:59.

7.
At His birth, Jesus was given the name “Immannuel” which means “God with us.”   Matthew 1:23.

8.
The Bible says that in Jesus “dwelt all the fullness of the Godhead bodily”!  See Colossians 2:9.

9.
The Bible calls Jesus God by saying “God” was the one who shed His blood for us!  See Acts 20:28.

10.
The Bible teaches that Jesus was equally God, along with His Father.  Phil. 2:5-6 & John 10:30-33.

11.
Thomas called Jesus “my Lord and my God.”  Jesus did not correct him because He was and is God!  See John 20:28.

12.
Jesus said we are to worship God only, yet He allowed people to worship Him! This was because He was God with us!   See Matthew 4:10 & Matthew 8:2 & 15:25.

13.
The Father calls His Son “God,” and He commands all the angels to “worship Him”!  Hebrews 1:6-8.

14.
The apostle plainly called Jesus (the Word) "God."  See John 1:1-3.

15.
Whoever denies that Jesus is God the Son, does not have the Father!  See 1 John 2:23.

It is impossible to worship the God of heaven as Creator if we willingly fail to observe the seventh-day Sabbath!  The reason for this is because the Sabbath was given to mankind so that they would remember their Creator.  Claiming to worship the Creator and yet breaking the seventh-day Sabbath command would be like saying you love America, and yet, trampling on the American flag!  The Sabbath is God’s memorial of creation!

The only way that the seventh-day Sabbath could be done away with is that another God more powerful than Yahweh would have to come along, destroy the entire universe, create a new one, and give another day in memorial of His creation!  But friends, there is no other God!  There is only ONE Godhead of Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  The Godhead that created all things gave the Sabbath as the sign of Their creatorship.  As long as the universe exists the seventh-day Sabbath will be observed!


Bonus study On The Return Of Jesus

1.
No one can know the exact day or hour of Jesus’ return, but we are to watch for it, and pray that we will be accounted worthy on that day.  Matthew 24:36 & Luke 21:36.


2.
Jesus  said deception, famines, earthquakes, wars, pestilences, and moral collapse would be some signs of His return.  He also said that the gospel would go to all the world before the end.  We are close to seeing the latter fulfilled in our day!  Matthew 24:3-14.


3.
Daniel the prophet said that “knowledge would increase” in the “last days.”  Knowledge has increased dramatically in the last century -- more than all the centuries that preceded it combined! Daniel 12:4.


4.
God’s Word said people would be heady, high-minded, fierce, disobedient to parents, and lovers of pleasure more than lovers of God in these “last days” in which we live!  See 2 Timothy 3:1-5.


5.
Before Jesus returns, all the world will be called into the “valley of decision” where they must choose between God’s ways and His laws, versus the false religion and lawlessness of the day!  Joel 3:14-16.


6.
Peter told us that there would be “scoffers” in the last days who would ridicule the doctrine of Jesus’ return.  See 2 Peter 3:3-4.


7.
Jesus gave His own personal promise that He would return again.  John 14:1-3.


8.
The Bible clearly says that when Jesus returns, “every eye will see Him.”  His coming will not be a secret event!  See Revelation 1:7 & Matthew 24:30.


9.
The angels said that Jesus will return the same way He ascended to heaven -- on the clouds, and visibly!  See Acts 1:9-11.


10.
Jesus compared His return to “lightning.”  There are no secret lightning bolts!  See Matthew 24:27.


11.
There will be plenty of noise and glorious tumult when Jesus returns!  See 1 Thessalonians 4:16 & Revelation 16:18-21.


12.
When Jesus returns, He will resurrect the “dead in Christ” and take them to heaven with the living who will be changed from mortal to immortal in the “twinkling on an eye.”  All the redeemed will go to heaven at the same time!  See 1 Thessalonians 4:15-17 & 1 Corinthians 15:51-53.


13.
Before Jesus’ return, many would be saying that the world was entering upon a great period of “peace and safety.”  But then “sudden destruction cometh upon them.”  See 1 Thessalonians 5:3.


14.
To be ready for heaven we must be “converted.”  We must repent of our sins, and accept Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior! Matthew 18:3 & Acts 3:19.

9.  Why is the Lamb worthy to take the book and open it?  See verse 9. 


Answer:   Because He was ________ and has ________ us to God by His ________.


Note:  We are redeemed by the blood of the Lamb if we have asked Jesus to be our Lord and Savior!

10.  Those who have been redeemed have been made ________ and ________ and who will one day ________ on the ________ with Jesus!  See Revelation 5:10.

Note:  As kings and priests we have both a tremendous destiny and responsibility!  We are to minister to others as priests of God.  If we are faithful as priests, we will also rule with Jesus and share His throne!

Note: This is a number that cannot be calculated because we don’t know how many “thousands of thousands” the prophet is talking about.  But we do know that there are millions, perhaps billions of angels that are available to help us as the people of God!  They are “ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation.”  Hebrews 1:14.

Verses 12 through 14 of chapter five are praises that extol the worthiness of the Lamb “that was slain” to receive honor, riches, wisdom, strength, power and glory!  Notice that verse 13 mentions both the Lamb, and “Him that sitteth on the throne.” This proves wrong the idea that Jesus is just another manifestation of God.  He lives and reigns with the Father and the Holy Spirit!  Verse 14 tells of the 24 elders and the four beasts also praising God, and notice that they do it in a “loud voice.” See verse 12.   Let’s be bold for Jesus and testify of His love and glory to others! 


Bonus study On The Law Of God

1. Sin is the transgression of God’s law.  1 John 3:4.

2. The devil sinned “from the beginning.”  He is opposed to God’s law.  He is angry with those who “keep the commandments of God.”  John 8:44 & Revelation 12:17.

3. The law of God, and His Ten Commandments, existed before they were written on tablets of stone and given to Moses.  The Hebrews were reminded of the law because they had been in bondage in Egypt for 400 years!  But God’s principles are eternal! See Genesis 26:5 & Psalm 119:142-144.

4. God’s law is “holy, just, and good” as is the Lawgiver who gave it!  Romans 7:12.

5. If we really love God and His Son Jesus Christ, we will obey His law.  John 14:15 & 1 John 5:3.

6. We must keep ALL of the Ten Commandments, for to break one is to break them all.  James 2:10-12.

7. It is the carnal or sin-loving mind that is against God’s law. The person who claims to know Jesus should love to keep God’s Ten Commandments!  Romans 8:7 & 1 John 2:4.

8. Jesus said that those who taught others to disobey the “least” of His commandments would be called "least" in the kingdom of heaven.  The word translated “least” there literally means “as nothing” or non-existent!  Mat. 5:15-19.

9. The Ten Commandants were part of both the Old and the New Covenants.  In the Old Covenant, the law was written on tablets of stone, and in the New Covenant, the law is written in the heart of the truly converted person.  The New Covenant does not do away with the law!  Hebrews 10:16 & Romans 3:31.

10. Circumcision and other sacrificial rituals were part of the “law of Moses.”  These laws were done away with at the cross. But the Ten Commandments are a transcript of the character of God, and they are moral principles that will exist forever!  See Acts 15:5 & 1 Corinthians 7:19.  (Check a modern translation)

11.
Because we are under “grace,” and no longer under the penalty of the law, does not mean that we now have a license to sin -- transgress God’s law!  See Romans 6:14-15.

12.
Once we repent and are forgiven, we are to go out and live a life of obedience to God’s commandments.  We are to “go and sin no more.”  John 8:11.

13.
Those only who are obedient to God will have a right to eat from the tree of life and to enter into the New Jerusalem!  Revelation 22:14 in the KJV.

These souls under the altar are symbolic of the many that were slain upon the earth for their faith!  They are not literal souls jammed in under an altar in heaven!  The word soul represents a person.  A soul can die!  See Ezekiel 18:4 and Revelation 16:3 for Bible proof of this!   In Revelation 14:13 it says “Blessed are the dead which die in the Lord from henceforth ... that they may REST from their labors; and their works do follow them.”  The dead are sleeping in their graves awaiting the resurrection when Jesus comes!  See 1 Thessalonians 4:15-17.   Jesus also said that Lazarus was “sleeping” when in actuality he was dead!  John 11:11-14.

The souls under the altar are crying out for vengeance symbolically like the blood of Abel cried out for justice in Genesis 4:10.  These faithful martyrs will be avenged when the great harlot that persecuted them is finally destroyed when Jesus returns!  See Revelation 19:1-2 & 11-16 which depicts the second coming of Jesus!  Notice especially verse 2.

11.  What did John see when the sixth seal was opened?  See verses 12-13.

Note:  The events depicted here under the fifth and sixth seals were events that have happened since the reformation period.

These signs given in verses 12 and 13 depict actual events that transpired already in the order given!  In fact, these events and their order correspond with the signs Jesus gave that would precede His second coming!  See Matthew 24:29-30. 

Here is a very exciting piece of information!  These events have already happened in precisely the order Jesus gave!  And they happened in the very time period covered by the sixth seal!

On November 1, 1755, the greatest earthquake ever written about occurred, commonly known as the “Lisbon Quake” because its epicenter was the city of Lisbon in Portugal.  The quake was felt from North Africa to the West Indies!  The recent quakes in California that registered nearly 8 on the Richter scale would have paled when compared to the great Lisbon quake!  It may even have been a 10 if measured on the Richter scale!

This was followed twenty five years later by the “Great Dark Day” on May 19th, 1780.  A careful study of newspaper reports of that time reveals that an unusual darkness appeared in eastern New York and southwestern New England about ten o’clock that morning, and during the day made its way eastward across southern and central New England, and to some distance at sea. Each locality reported that the darkness lasted several hours.  It was so dark witnesses said, that a piece of white paper held at arm's length could not be seen!  This event also occurred in an area where great interest in Bible prophecy and the second coming of Jesus was to begin in the early 1800s!  We will learn more about the “Great Second Advent Movement” when we study chapter 10.  Also, on the same night of this dark day, the moon when it appeared was described as looking like “a drop of blood”!

Some attribute this darkness to thick smoke perhaps, but even if it were, it still would be a great fulfillment of the very words of Jesus, John, and Joel the prophet.  Joel even mentioned “pillars of smoke”!  See Joel 2:30-32.

12.  What did John see occur after the signs mentioned in verse 13?  See verse 14.

Answer: He saw “__________ departed as a ________ when it is ________ together; and every ________ and ________ were ________ out of their ________.”


Note:  We are living in the time between verses 13 and 14!  The next great sign is to be the heavens rolling up as a scroll!  We don’t know what that means exactly.  Could it be that we will see the stars in midday, or that the clouds and blueness of the sky will disappear for a time?  We must wait for this fulfillment to know for sure!  Jesus also mentioned that “the powers of the heavens shall be shaken” before His return!  See Matthew 24:29.   Also, this verse tells us that another great earthquake or convulsion of the earth will take place in the future!  It will be one that moves every mountain and island out of its place and grabs the attention of a rebellious world!

13.  What do the kings, great rich men, chief captains, mighty men, prisoners and free men that have not accepted Jesus Christ as their Savior, and who have lived in rebellion to God’s laws do when they see Jesus coming on the clouds of heaven?  See verses 15-16.

It also can include all those who went through the last great tribulation time before Jesus’ return!  See Revelation 6:9-11.

The seventh day Sabbath was made holy at the end of creation week, eighteen hundred years before there were any Jews -- descendants of Abraham on the earth.  The seventh-day Sabbath is not the ‘Jewish Sabbath,’ but rather the ‘Sabbath of the Lord thy God.’  See Genesis 2:2-3 and Exodus 20:8-11. 

2.
The Sabbath was ‘made’ for all mankind.  Everything that was made was made by Jesus, therefore, He made the Sabbath day! He called Himself the ‘Lord of the Sabbath day.’  See John 1:1-3 and Mark 2:27-28. 

3.
The reason the Lord is worthy to be worshipped is because He made all things.  He is our Creator.  The seventh-day Sabbath is the sign He gave us to remind us each week that He is the One who made the ‘heavens and the earth!’  To honor the Creator, we must keep His seventh-day Sabbath day holy!  Revelation 4:11 and Exodus 20:8-11. 

4.
Even in the ‘new earth,’ which the Lord will create in the future, after sin and sinners have been destroyed, ‘all flesh,’ (not just Jews) will observe the Sabbath as a special day of worship! Isaiah 66:22-23. 

5.
In the last days, God’s true people will remind the world that they must worship ‘Him who made the heavens, and the earth, and the sea, and the fountains of water.’  Thus, there will be a last day message to all people to keep the Seventh-day Sabbath, for it is the sign that Yahweh is the true God, the Creator of the heavens and the earth!  Revelation 14:7. 

6.
Jesus went to worship services on the seventh-day Sabbath. The Jewish calendar records every Sabbath from before the time of Christ.  If the Sabbath was being kept on the wrong day, Jesus would have told us.  But He went to worship services on the same Sabbath as the Jews.  It hasn’t been lost!  See Luke 4:16. 

7.
After the Jews left the synagogue in Paul’s day, the ‘Gentiles’ wanted to hear Paul preach again.  He told them to come back ‘the next Sabbath day.’  He didn’t tell them to come back the next day for Sunday service!  Paul and the New Testament believers kept the seventh-day Sabbath.  They did not keep Sunday, and there is not an iota of Scripture that tells us to keep Sunday holy.  Sunday sacredness comes by tradition, and is the product of the Roman Catholic Church.  Acts 16:13 and Acts 13:42-45. 

8.
The women who followed Jesus’ ministry observed the Sabbath day even after Jesus’ death.  Luke 23:50-56. 

9.
The seventh-day Sabbath is God’s ‘sign’ or ‘mark’ that He is the One who sanctities us.  Ezekiel 20:12. 

10.
The seventh-day Sabbath is the fourth of the Ten Commandments.  If we work on the Sabbath day, and fail to keep it holy, we transgress God’s law, and if we break one commandment, we are guilty of breaking them all!  James 2:10-12. 

11.
There were ceremonial sabbaths that involved sacrifices. These ceremonial sabbaths were ended at the cross.  But the seventh-day Sabbath was made before sin entered the world, and was a sign of God’s Creatorship.  The seventh-day Sabbath will never be done away with.  See Leviticus 23:24-32 and 37-38 to see the difference between the ceremonial sabbaths, and the ‘Sabbaths of the Lord.’

12.
Daniel the prophet predicted that the ‘little horn’ power (the fallen church) would think to ‘change times, and laws.’  This is how God’s seventh-day Sabbath time was changed to Sunday without any Biblical authority!  Daniel  7:25.
6.  What happened after the third angel sounded his trumpet? Verses 10-11.

Note:  The historic fulfillment of this prophecy probably is the Hun invasion of Europe led by Attila the Hun in the fifth century.  The great star called “Wormwood” might be a reference to Attila himself!  The secondary last day fulfillment of this prophecy concerns the pollution of the rivers and drinking waters which mankind needs to survive!  This is already happening today as acid rain is destroying much of the fresh water ponds and lakes around the world!  Many of these lakes, ponds, and streams no longer have any living creatures in them!  This will happen tenfold more severely when the third angel’s trumpet sounds!

7.  What happened when the fourth angel sounded his trumpet? Verse 12.


Answer:  “The third part of the ________ was ________, and the third part of the ________, and the third part of the ________; so as the third part of them were ________, and the day ________ not for a third part of it, and the ________ likewise.”


Note:  The historical fulfillment of this prophecy refers to the great luminaries of the Western Roman Empire -- its emperors, senators, and consuls, which came to an end in the mid and late fourth century!  A secondary last day fulfillment of this prophecy refers to some great signs in the heavens that cause the sun, moon and stars to become partially darkened both day and night!  This may be what Jesus referred to when He said, “the powers of heaven shall be shaken.”  See Luke 21:26.

There is a difference between the seven trumpets and the seven last plagues which we will study in a future lesson.  The seven last plagues culminate in the very last days just before the return of Jesus while the trumpets cover a more substantial period of time in both their historical application which would cover centuries, and their last day application which would cover a short period of time just before Jesus returns.  With all yet unfulfilled prophecy, we must be careful that we are not too dogmatic!  We must take our shoes off so to speak because the place on which we are walking is holy ground!

8.  Before the fifth angel sounded, what did John hear an angel say?  See Revelation 8:13.


Answer:  “Woe, woe, woe to the ________ of the ________ by reason of the other ________ of the ________ of the three ________ which are ________ to ________.”

Bonus Bible Study On Christian Lifestyle

1.
What we eat, what we drink, the entertainment we choose, and the way we dress has to do with giving glory to God!  1 Corinthians 10:31.

2.
Those who willingly destroy their health and bodies by smoking, drinking, or using illegal drugs, will in turn suffer judgment from the God who gave them life, and who gave His Son to redeem them!  See 1 Corinthians 3:16-17.

3.
God gave man a vegetarian diet in the beginning.  Although he did allow mankind to eat flesh food after the flood, He gave specific instructions to not eat certain animals called “unclean.” There were unclean animals before the flood, so they are not something that applied to the Jews centuries later.  These animals are mentioned in Deuteronomy 14, verses 3 through 20. They include the pig, rabbit, dogs, cats, vultures, shrimp, clams, catfish, eels, lobster, etc.  These animals were created for a purpose by the Lord.  Many of them act as the Lord’s sewage system, and were not created to be eaten as food!  When we ignore God’s instructions, we suffer illness and premature death! Genesis 1:29, and Genesis 7:2, and Leviticus 20:25.

4.
God said that He would destroy those who are still eating these unclean foods in willing disobedience when He returns!  See Isaiah 66:15-17.

5.
The Lord tells us not to overeat, or abuse our bodies.  He takes it seriously when we offer our bodies as sickly sacrifices! He wants us to offer our bodies as “living sacrifices.”  See Proverbs 23:2 & 20-21 and Romans 12:1.

6.
The Bible tells us to have a “merry heart,” and to avoid eating too many sweets, and advises us to get exercise!  See Proverbs 17:22 & Proverbs 25:16 & 27, and Ecclesiastes 5:12.

7.
The Word of God instructs us not to drink fermented wine.  In the Bible, grape juice is called wine.  But the Lord tells us not to even look on the wine when it is fermented, and moves by itself, never mind drink it!  Wine is a “mocker” the Bible says.  Jesus wouldn’t even take strong drink to deaden His pain on the cross! He wanted to have a clear mind to save us!  Proverbs 23:31 &
20:1, and Matthew 27:34.

8.
Our body is the “temple” of God, and we are “priests” of the Lord.  In the Old Testament, the priests were forbidden under penalty of death from bringing strong drink into the temple.  The Lord cares more about our body temples then He did about the temple of old made of wood and stone!  See Revelation 1:6 & Leviticus 10:9-10.

9.
Regarding dress, we are “ambassadors” for Christ.  The Lord wants us to dress in a manner befitting the uniform of a Christian. We are to be clean and neat in our dress.  See 2 Corinthians 5:20, Isaiah 53:2, and Exodus 19:10

10.
The Lord is not pleased when we wear body ornaments or jewelry.  He told the people to remove these things when He was about to draw close to them.  The New Testament also instructs believers not to wear “outward adornment.”  See Exodus 33:5-6, 1 Peter 3:1-4, and 1 Timothy 2:9-10.

11.
The Lord also wants us to choose good entertainment, and not watch or listen to that which is ungodly.  Matthew 5:29, 1 Corinthians 10:21, 1 Peter 2:11, and Psalm 1:1.   Philippians 4:8-9 is God’s instructions for all kinds of entertainment!

10.  What was the name of this locust king in Hebrew and in Greek?  See verse 11.

Answer:  In Hebrew his name was ________, and in Greek it was ________.

Note:  Historically this probably refers to Othman I, founder of the Ottoman Empire.  But of course the real king of this counterfeit religion with its false doctrine is Satan!  He is the destroyer!  See John 10:10.   The name “apollyon” means "destroyer" in Greek!

11.  What happened when the sixth angel sounded his trumpet? See verses 12 through 16.

Answer:  He released the four ________ which were bound in the great ________.

12. What was the time period in which these ‘four angels’ were especially prepared for?  See verse 15.

Answer:  "an ________, and a ________, and a ________, and a ________ ..."

Note:  If we take this period and compute it into prophetic time, using the year for a day principle, we come up with 391 literal years and 15 literal days.  This perhaps is one of the most accurate and amazing prophecies in the Bible.  In fact, this prophecy and its fulfillment gave great zeal to the great Advent Movement that sprang up in the 1800s, and which we will study about in the next lesson.   In the year 1840 a remarkable fulfillment of prophecy excited widespread interest.  Two years before, a man by the name of Josiah Litch, one of the leading ministers preaching the second advent, published an exposition on Revelation 9, predicting the fall of the Ottoman Empire.  According to his calculations, this power was to be overthrown “in AD. 1840, sometime in the month of August,”  and only a few days previous to its accomplishment he wrote: 

“Allowing for the first period, 150 years (the five months of verse 5), to have been exactly fulfilled before Deacozes ascended the throne by permission of the Turks, and that the 391 years, fifteen days, commenced at the close of the 150 years, it will end on the 11th of August, 1840, when the Ottoman power in Constantinople may be expected to be broken.  And this, I believe, will be found to be the case.” -- Signs of the Times, and Expositor of Prophecy, Aug. 1, 1840.

At the very time specified, Turkey, through her ambassadors, accepted the protection of the allied powers of Europe, and thus placed herself under the control of Christian nations.  The event exactly fulfilled the prediction made by Litch proving the accuracy of Bible prophecy and the validity of the year/day principle applied to Bible prophecy!  Those who at the time were raised up by God, and preaching the soon coming of Jesus, were greatly encouraged by this amazing fulfillment of prophecy!

13.  What was the number of the army of horsemen John heard? See verse 16.

Answer:  Two ________.

Note:  This comes out to 200 million.  This probably is symbolic of a vast, innumerable host.  It may be describing the vast number of Moslems that would be in the world as a result of the fifth trumpet.   Some see this verse as describing 200 million Chinese soldiers who will cross the literal Euphrates River to attack Israel, but the context here is to the horseman of the Moslems; modern armies do not use horses as did the Arabians!  The verse that follows, verse 17, describes again the horsemen that the great number represent!   Also, it was from the Euphrates region that the Turks entered the Byzantine Empire!  Even if we say the 200 million Chinese may be a secondary fulfillment of this prophecy in the last days, such a position would be purely conjecture and speculation with no Biblical evidence to support this theory.

14.  How many would be killed by “the fire, the smoke, and by the brimstone” which John saw?  See verses 17-19.

Answer:  The ________ part of ________.

Note:  The term "a third part" is used same fifteen odd times in the book of Revelation and represents a substantial number, not literally a third of all mankind.   Some see in this verse a last day fulfillment through perhaps a limited nuclear exchange among nations that causes great numbers to be killed.  This viewpoint is again speculation.

15.  What did the "rest of the men" who did not perish in these judgments fail to do?  See verses 20-21. (Answer is in verse 21.) 

Answer:  They ________ not of their ________, their ________, their ________, and their _________.

Note:  These judgments of God were against apostate Christianity.  But these Judgments did not cause apostate Christianity to repent! And today they still have not repented!  Many churches continue to teach and believe false doctrines!

Bonus Bible Study On Christian Stewardship

1. If the Lord gave us His Son, He will not hold back anything from us.  He is always giving to us!  Romans 8:32.

2. The Lord loves a “cheerful giver.”  2 Corinthians 9:6-7.

3. Everything belongs to God.  Psalm 24:1.

4. He is the One who gives us power to make wealth, and yet we often forget His cause, and His church!  He should receive the “firstfruits” of our increase!  See Deuteronomy 8:18 and Proverbs 3:9-10.

5. The Bible says that the “tithe” or one tenth of our increase belongs to the Lord.  It is to sustain His work on the earth.  See Leviticus 27:32 and Numbers 18:21.

6. When we do not return to the Lord His tithe, or when we refuse to give freewill offerings to support His work, He looks upon it as robbery!  See Malachi 3:10-12.

7. Those who preach the gospel ought to be supported by the tithes of God’s church members.  God’s church should not have to have ham sales, or bingo games to raise money for His great work!  See 1 Corinthians 9:13-14.
Note:  Since literal time has continued from John’s day till now, the time referred to in this text could not mean just literal time.  But since the Second Advent Movement or the Daniel Movement especially focused on the prophetic time periods, with the last one reaching to 1844 (we will explain this shortly), it seems clear that the reference to no more time pertains to prophetic time!  In other words, there are no more Bible prophecies dealing with a time past the year 1844!  Anyone who claims to know exactly when Jesus will come is in error because there is prophetic ‘time no longer’!

6.  What will happen when the seventh angel sounds the seventh trumpet?  See verse 7.

Answer:  Then the ________ of ________ would be ________.

Note:  The seventh trumpet is that trumpet that will sound when Jesus comes again!  See 1 Thessalonians 4:15-17.  When the seventh trumpet sounds "the kingdoms of this world will become the kingdoms of our Lord and of His Christ, and He shall reign forever and ever!"   Revelation 11:15.

7.  What did the voice from heaven tell John to do concerning the ‘little book’?  See verses 8-9.

Answer:  ________ the little book and ________ it.

Note:  To "eat" a book of the Bible means to read and understand it!  See Jeremiah 15:16.

8.  What was John told would happen when he ate the little book?  See verse 9.

Answer:  It would be ________ in his ________, but it would make his ________.

9.  Did this happen to John when he ate the little book?  verse 10.   Answer:  __________.

Note:  This is exactly what happened during the Great Second Advent Movement of the 1840s!  The thousands of Adventists (those who believed in the soon advent or coming of Jesus) "ate" the little book of Daniel.  From their understanding of the prophecy of Daniel 8:14, they believed Jesus was coming soon!   Open your Bible to Daniel 8:14 and let’s read the verse.  It says, "Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed."  The advent believers believed that the sanctuary was the earth.  Hence, the cleansing of the sanctuary, they reasoned, must mean that Jesus will come to cleanse the earth of sin at the end of 2,300 prophetic days which would be literal years!  This time period began with the "going forth of the commandment to restore and rebuild Jerusalem."  Daniel 9:25. This date, as many Bible scholars agree, was 457 B.C.  See also Unger’s Bible Dictionary, page 94.  Thus counting forward 2300 years from 457 B.C. brings us to the year 1844.  This is why the little book was sweet in their mouth!  Jesus, they believed, was coming in 1844!   

The same prophecy also said that there would pass ‘seven weeks and three score and two weeks’ from the beginning of this time period ‘unto Messiah the Prince.’  See Daniel 9:24.   69 weeks have 483 days in them.  If we apply the year for a prophetic day principle here, it would mean that 483 years after 457 B.C., the Messiah would come!  Friends, this is exactly what happened!  483 years after 457 B.C. brings us to the year 27 A.D.  At that exact time Jesus was baptized in the Jordan River by John the Baptist, and began His work as Messiah the Prince!  So you can understand why the believers in the Great Advent Movement became excited when the prophecy said that at the end of the 2300 days (from which the 69 weeks were cut off), the ‘sanctuary would be cleansed.’  Jesus, they thought was coming in 1844!    When the date passed and Jesus did not come, there took place what religious history calls "The Great Disappointment"!  For thousands the world over, the little book of Daniel that tasted so sweet in their mouth had now made their belly bitter just as God said it would!  They were correct about the date, but not the event!  The sanctuary that was to be cleansed was not on earth, but rather in heaven as Hebrews 9:21-24 states!  The cleansing of the sanctuary was what the high priest did on the Day of Atonement in ancient Israel.  See Leviticus 16:15 and 29-34.   All the Old Testament services performed by the high priest in the sanctuary were a type of the ministry of Jesus in the heavenly sanctuary!  Just as the Passover feast represented Jesus’ death on the cross (1 Cor. 5:7), and the feast of Pentecost pointed forward to the outpouring of the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:2-4), the third of the three principle feasts, the Day of Atonement, pointed forward to a time in the history of God's people.  The Day of Atonement was the last holy day and event in the yearly round of services.  It was a day of soul searching and judgment for the people of God!  See Leviticus 16:29-30.Likewise, there is a Day of Atonement going on right now in heaven!  Jesus is acting as our ‘High Priest’ in the heavenly sanctuary offering His blood on our behalf!  See Hebrews 9:12-14.   Thus, Jesus is now in the last phase of His ministry in the heavenly sanctuary carrying on a work of investigating the lives of those who have answered His call to come to the wedding feast!  Jesus informed us about this investigation when He told us the parable of the wedding supper found in Matthew 22, verses 1 through 14.  In Matthew 22:11, the King comes in to ‘see’ the guests.  The word translated ‘see’ in that text is the Greek word theaomai which literally means ‘to examine closely’!  This is what Jesus is doing now in the heavenly sanctuary during this heavenly Day of Atonement period just before His return as King of Kings and Lord of Lords!  The advent believers had the time right, but the event wrong.  But this movement was destined to finish the Lord’s work all over the world!

10.  What was John (who represented the believers of the Daniel Movement) told to do after his belly became bitter?  verse 11.

Answer:  "Thou must ________ again before many ________, and ________, and ________, and ________."

Note:  From the Great Second Advent Movement came the Seventh-day Adventist Church which is today explaining prophesy (prophesying) to all the nations of the earth!  This movement was raised up by God in the last days of earth’s history to proclaim the truths mentioned in chapter 14.  The message is sent from God and you are privileged to be hearing it today!  You must ask the Lord to show you the truth, and you must love the truth.  If not, then believing a lie will be easy!  See 2 Thessalonians 2:7-12.May the Lord lead and bless you!
Note:  “When they shall have finished their testimony” refers to the testimony given in “sackcloth.”  This time period was to be from 538 AD to 1798 AD.  According to the prophecy, a power would rise at that time that would make war with the Bible and even “kill” it for a time!   This was fulfilled during the French Revolution of the late 1700s! During the French Revolution, in 1793, the world for the first time heard an assembly of men, born and educated in civilization, and assuming the right to govern one of the finest of the European nations, uplift their united voice and announce that there was no God!  Women as well as men danced and sang proclaiming freedom from the religious tyranny at the hands of the fallen church!  It had been the devil’s purpose to have the people look upon the abuses of the fallen church and then blame Jesus and the Father for these abuses.  By rejecting the abuses of the Roman Church, the French Revolution rejected God as well!   France at that time, with its atheism and abandonment of moral restraints, had the characteristics which especially distinguished Sodom and Egypt of old!  (hence the reference to Sodom & Egypt in verse 8).   During the Revolution there was manifest a state of moral debasement that rivaled Sodom!   Marriage was reduced to a civil contract.  The worship of God was abolished by the National Assembly.  Bibles were collected and publicly burned in the street.  During the Revolution Jesus Christ was declared to be an impostor, and the rallying cry of the French infidels was ‘Crush the Wretch’ meaning Christ!  See The Great Controversy, page 273.   The French Revolutionary Assembly also did away with the weekly rest day and instead every tenth day was devoted to reveling and blasphemy.  Baptism and Communion were prohibited.  That is why in verse 8 it says, "where our Lord was crucified!"  The atheism and exaltation of ‘reason’ above the word of God was the birthplace of Communism that was to be the thorn of Christianity for the next two hundred years!

8.  For how long would the "two witnesses" of God lay dead in the street?   See verses 8-9.

Answer:   For ________ and a ________.

Note:  In 1793 a decree that abolished the Bible passed the French Assembly.  Exactly three and a half years later, the Assembly rescinded that decree and toleration for the Scriptures was adopted!  This was exactly what the prophecy of Revelation 11 said!  Remember that a day equals a year in prophecy.  The three and a half days of verse eight referred to this three and a half year period!

9.  What was to happen after this three and a half year period?  See verses 11-12.

Note:  Since the time when the France of the Revolutionary period had made war against God’s two witnesses of the Old and New Testaments, these two witnesses have been honored as never before!  In 1804 the British and Foreign Bible Societies were formed.  In 1816 the American Bible Society was formed.  Up until the French Revolution, the Bible had only been translated into some 50 languages.  Since then is has been translated into thousands of languages and dialects and now is beamed via satellite around the world!  The Lord truly has said, "Come up hither" to His word as Revelation 11:12 said!

10.  What did John say occurred the same hour?  See verse 13.    Answer:  A ________.

Note:  The symbol of an earthquake is often used In the Bible to portray turmoil and upheaval that has characterized the world since the French Revolution and will continue to do so up until the coming of Jesus!  The fact that ‘seven thousand’ were slain in the earthquake might be a symbolic number (seven is often used this way in the book of Revelation) of the many who have been slain by war, political strife, etc.   The reference to a ‘tenth part of the city fell’ may be applied to France which was one of the ten kings to arise from the fall of the Roman Empire.  See Daniel 7:24.   In fact, when we study chapter 17 we will see that the fallen church, ‘the great whore’ rides a beast with ‘ten horns.’  This false church will control Europe and ‘ride’ with the support of the nations of Europe -- the ten horns!  France is one of these!

11.  What happened next?  verses 14-15.

Note:  It says also “thy wrath is come.”  The wrath of God is revealed in the seven last plagues that will fall prior to Jesus’ return!  See Revelation 16:1.It also says that the “time of the dead, that they should be judged” takes place before Jesus returns.  This refers to the righteous dead because it says they are given “rewards.”  The ones who will be destroyed then will be those who are slain by the brightness of His coming!  See 2 Thessalonians 2:8.   The judgment of the wicked will take place during the 1000 year Millennium.  After that they will have to suffer the “second death” in the “Lake of Fire.”  See Revelation 20:7-9 & 13-15.

14.  What did John see in the heavenly sanctuary?  See verse 19.

Answer:  The ________ of His ________.

Note:  The ark of the covenant was where the Ten Commandments were kept in the earthly sanctuary!  See Deuteronomy 10:2.   This door John saw opened in heaven was the door to the most holy place of the heavenly sanctuary.  This portrays the last phase of Jesus’ ministry which began in 1844.  We are in the heavenly Day of Atonement which we talked about when we studied chapter 10!   The fact that John saw the “ark of His testament” there reveals that the law of God is still in effect in the last days and that the Ten Commandments which were in there are STILL valid for every man, woman and child on earth!  In fact, the great issue in the last days will involve one of the commandments of God versus the "mark of the beast" which we will study about in a future lesson!  See Revelation 14:9-12.   We are living since 1844 in the last moments of time!  Jesus is coming soon!  Are you ready to meet Him?

Note:  The Lord provided wilderness places for his church to flee to during this time of terrible persecution.  In the Bible a ‘time’ represents a year as when King Nebuchadnezzar was told ‘seven times’ would pass before he would be restored to his kingdom. See Daniel 4:16.   A time would be a year, ‘times’ would refer to at least two years, and ‘half a time’ would be half a year.  There are 1260 days in three and half years!  Since in prophecy, a day equals a year, this time period refers to the 1260 years of papal supremacy and persecution we talked about earlier!   The ‘wilderness’ places the earth provided were the Alps of Europe, the mountain valleys, and especially the United States which, as we mentioned before, was being settled by those fleeing from religious persecution in Europe!  In the next few verses we see how the devil tried to drown the church in a flood of persecution, but "the earth helped the woman" and God opened up places of refuge like the United States of America!

13.  What did the serpent cast out of his mouth?  See verse 15.

Answer:  ________ as a ________.

14.  What helped the woman?  Verse 16.   Answer:  The ________.

15.  What part of the church does the devil especially ‘make war’ with in these last days we live in?

Answer:  The ________ of her seed.

Note:  A remnant refers to the last part as when a person purchases a remnant piece of carpet.

16.  What are two special characteristics of God’s true, last day remnant church?  See verse 17.

Answer:  They ________ the ________ of God, and have the ________ of Jesus Christ.

Note: The true church in the end of time will be keeping ALL of the Ten Commandments, not just nine of them!  You see, if they were only keeping nine of them, they would not be keeping any!  See James 2:10-12, where James tells us that if we beak one, then we are guilty of breaking them all! Besides keeping all the commandments of God, the remnant church would have in it the ‘testimony of Jesus.’

17.  What is the ‘testimony of Jesus?’  See Revelation 19:10.

Answer:  The testimony of Jesus is the ________ of ________.

Note:  The remnant church would have in it the prophetic spirit!  This means that there would be some in it that have especially been used as mouth pieces for Jesus.  In the great advent movement there have been several, among them, William Foy, Hazen Foss, and notably Mrs. Ellen G. White.  The latter has recorded some 2000 visions and dreams that have correctly predicted such things as the Civil War, the San Francisco Earthquake of 1906, and the modern tongues speaking movement that is uniting Protestants and Catholics.  She was given health instructions for God’s people that were over 100 years ahead of nutritional science and knowledge of her time.  This was also true in the field of education and health.  It is recommended that you pick up one of her books and experience first hand the ‘spirit of prophecy’ and listen to Jesus’ testimony as given to one of His messengers!

Bonus Bible Study On The State Of The Dead

1.  Jesus compared death to sleep.  He very plainly said ‘Lazarus sleepeth’ when in fact Lazarus was dead!  See John 11:11-14 & 39-44.

2.  When a person dies, they ‘know not anything.’  The dead do not praise the Lord, contrary to what is falsely taught today.  See Ecclesiastes 9:5-6, and Psalm 115:17.

3.  At the present time, only God has immortality.  We are mortal, and will put on immortality when Jesus returns.  At that time the ‘dead in Christ will rise first.’  See 1 Timothy 6:14-16, 1 Corinthians 15:22-23 & 53-55 & 1 Thessalonians 4:15-17.

4.  The Bible teaches that a soul can ‘die.’  The word soul simply means a person.  In Genesis 2:6, when it says that the Lord breathed into Adam the breath of life, it says ‘Adam became a living soul.’  In newer translations it says ‘living person.’  Nowhere in the Bible is a soul called ‘immortal.’  This idea comes from the pagan Greeks, and earlier pagan religions and philosophies.  Even the creatures that live in the sea are called souls in the Bible.  See Genesis 2:6, Ezekiel 18:4, and

Revelation 16:3.

5.  After they sinned, Adam and Eve were stopped from eating of the Tree of Life ‘lest they eat and live forever.’  This shows that Adam and Eve were not inherently immortal.  Those who are faithful to God will once again be able to eat of the tree of life and live forever!  See Genesis 3:22-24, and Revelation 22:14.

6.  Jesus said that He would raise up the dead ‘on the last day.’ He wouldn’t have to do this if they went to heaven when they died!  Jesus said that He will return so that He could take us to be with Him where He is!  John 6:40 & 44, and John 14:1-3.

7.  The wicked will be destroyed, and turned into ashes under the feet of the redeemed.  The Lake of Fire is called the ‘second death.’  The word most often translated ‘hell’ is the Greek word ‘hades,’ and it means ‘the abode of the dead,’ or ‘the grave.’ See Malachi 4:1-3 & Revelation 20:14.

8.  The wages of sin is DEATH, not an eternal life of torture forever.  In the new heavens and the new earth, there will be no more PAIN.  ‘Everlasting destruction’ will be what the wicked suffer.  ‘Everlasting punishment’ is not ‘everlasting punishing’. There is a difference!  The believers will not PERISH like the wicked will!  See Romans 6:23, John 3:16, Revelation 21:4, Matthew 25:46 & 2 Thessalonians 1:6-11.

9.  The words ‘forever,’ and ‘eternal’ in the Bible do not always mean literally forever, or eternally.  For example, Jonah said he was in the belly of the great fish ‘forever.’  But it really was three days and three nights.  It may have seemed forever to him! A slave was to serve ‘forever,’ but only until his death!  Sodom and Gomorrah suffered ‘eternal’ fire, but they are not burning today!  See Jonah 2:6 & Philemon 15, and Jude 7.

10.  Psalm 37:20 says that the wicked will ‘vanish away.’  Even the devil will be destroyed, and never will he exist again!  See Ezekiel 28:13-19.

11.  Paul did not expect to receive his crown of life until Jesus returned when all those who ‘love His appearing’ receive it together!  Jesus also said that when He comes, His reward is ‘with Him.’  See 2 Timothy 4:8 & Revelation 22:12.

12.  Some will burn in the Lake of Fire longer than others, but all will eventually be destroyed, and turned to ashes.  See Luke 12:47-48 & 58-59, and Psalm 38:38.

7.  Besides ruling supreme for 42 months as we discussed already, what did this beast speak with his mouth?  verses 5 and 8.

Answer:   ________ and ________.

Note:  The word of God predicted that this beast would have a mouth speaking great things and saying blasphemies against the Most High.  This the papacy has done.  Canons and Papal ‘bulls’ have proclaimed that the pope holds the place on earth of God.  He accepts the title of "Holy Father" and allows men to bow down to him.  The Catholic Encyclopedia declares this in its article about the pope:   “The pope is of so great dignity and so exalted that he is not a mere man, but as it were God, and the vicar of God ... The pope is of such lofty and supreme dignity that, properly speaking ... he has been placed upon the very summit of all ranks and dignities ... The pope is called ‘most holy’ because he is rightfully presumed to be such ... The pope is of such great authority and power that he can modify, explain, or interpret even divine laws”.  Prompta Bibliotheca Volume 6, pps. 26-29 by Lucius Ferraris.   At the fourth session of the fifth Lateran Council, in an oration to the pope, Christopher Marcellus exclaimed:   "Thou art the shepherd, thou art the physician, thou art the director, thou art the husbandman; finally, thou art another god on earth!" - P. Joannis Harduin, Acta Conciliorum, Vol. IX, p. 1651.   If that is not speaking great words, then I don’t know what is! Notice also that in verse 6 it says that the beast blasphemes the ‘tabernacle’, and those who ‘dwell in heaven.’  The Roman Church has an earthly priesthood and ‘sacrifices’ Christ afresh every time they perform the mass!  The earthly priesthood blasphemes the high priestly ministry of Jesus in the heavenly sanctuary!  See Hebrews 8:1-2 and 10:10.

8.  What would this beast do to the ‘saints’ (true believers)?  See verse 7.   Answer:  He would ________ against them.

Note:  This can only refer to religious persecution which we all know did arise from Papal Rome.  The Roman Catholic Church did put an estimated 50 million people to death who refused to bow down to her images or believe her doctrines!  You can go to any Christian bookstore and get a copy of the book Foxes Book of Martyrs and you can read about this persecution against true believers!  You have heard about the Inquisition in Spain and other places; this is what God said would happen, she would "make war with the saints."

9.  Will all who dwell on the earth be deceived into worshipping this beastly form of religion?  Verse 8.   Answer:  _________.

10.  Will those who worship this beast have their names written in the Lamb’s book of life?  Same verse 8.

Answer:  _________!

Note:  God takes false worship very seriously, and we ought to also! Notice also that in His great love, God had planned that in the event of sin, His Son would be slain.  The decision made between Father and Son was done before the ‘foundation of the world!’ Praise Yahweh!  Verses 9-10 refer to the captivity the beast would go into at the end of the 1260 years of supremacy we have studied previously. The next part of this important chapter describes the rise of the second beast and also the ‘mark of the beast’.  The second beast rises around the same time as the first beast goes into captivity. See verse 10.  That tells us that this second beast is rising toward the end of the 1700s!

11.  From whence does the second beast arise and how is this second beast described?  See verse 11.

Answer:  It comes up out of the ________ and has ________ like a ________, and he ________ as a ________.

Note:  A lamb like beast with horns?  There is no such animal as this in the Bible lands!  It is very possible that what John saw was the American buffalo which he did not know how to describe, hence he said it was ‘like a lamb’ with ‘two horns!’  Another important thing to notice about this second beast or power is that it does not rise up out of the ‘sea’ which would represent a very populated part of the world.  The second beast rises up out of the earth, or in other words, a sparsely populated part of the world!  This is where the United States began!  This second beast also does not have any ‘crowns’ on it like the horns the first beast had!  In other words, no king would rule this power!  Also, a lamb like beast symbolizes carefree gentleness and freedom.  This is how this country we live in began!  It rose to greatness in the late 1700s and early 1800s.  It is ruled by the people, and it has no king!  But according to the prophecy, this country will undergo a change and eventually speak as a dragon!  The ‘dragon’ caused the government of pagan Rome to kill all the babies two years old and under in an attempt to kill baby Jesus. See Revelation 12:4 again.  So the dragon used the state to enforce its will.  This is the way Rome has always operated throughout the centuries!  The prophecy says that this country will begin to enforce religious laws through the use of government laws.  It is through laws that nations without a king ‘speak!’ We are already seeing powerful religious groups pushing for legislation to support religious institutions with state funds, and to promote religious observances in state institutions.

12.  What does the second beast cause all the world to do regarding the first beast?  See Verse 12.

Answer:  He causes the world to ________ the first beast whose wound was ________.

Note:  In order to ‘cause the world’ to worship the first beast, this power must be a superpower able to have world wide influence! This is exactly the place the United States finds itself in today. The United States is the world’s ONLY super power!  This country will lead the world in worshipping the first beast, the Roman Papacy!  Somehow we will see a form of Roman Worship enforced throughout the whole world.  This will involve the mark of the beast we will study about in our next session.

13.  What does the second beast do?  See verse 13.

Fill in:  ‘He ________ great ________, so that he ________ come down from ________ on the ________ in the ________ of men.’

Note:  This could refer to the great technological miracles the United States has achieved by this time!  The relatively recent development and use of the atomic and hydrogen bombs can surely literally be called fire coming down from heaven!  It also could refer to a false Holy Spirit movement (fire represents the Holy Spirit) as when the tongues of fire fell on the disciples on the day of Pentecost.   Acts 23.  Indeed, it was in this country that the recent growth of the neo-Pentecostal movement with its speaking in tongues began!  This is now spreading all over the world in the sight of men and the Roman Church is fully involved and endorses this!    We will conclude the study of chapter 13 in our next lesson.

Catechism of Catholic Doctrine written by Catholic Priest Peter Giermann, was published by the Catholic Church in 1951.  This book is a question and answer book.  On page 50 it has the following questions and answers written:  

“Question: Which day is the Sabbath day? 

Answer: Saturday is the Sabbath day.  

Question: Why then do we observe Sunday instead of Saturday?

Answer: We observe Sunday instead of Saturday because the Catholic Church transferred the solemnity from Saturday to Sunday."

In another Catholic Book called A Doctrinal Catechism by priest Stephan Keenan, on page 74 in response to the question, ‘Have you any way to prove that the Roman Catholic Church has power to institute festivals?’ Keenan wrote this:  

“Had she not such power, she could not have done that in which all modern religionists agree with her ... she could not have substituted the observance of Sunday the first day of the week, for an observance of Saturday -- the seventh day, a change for which there IS NO SCRIPTURAL  AUTHORITY."  

He was right about there being no scriptural authority for the change!  Monsignor Segur, in his book Plain Talk About the Protestantism of Today, on page 225 writes:  

“It was the Catholic Church which by the authority of Jesus Christ, has transferred this rest to Sunday in remembrance of the resurrection of our Lord.  Thus the observance of Sunday by the Protestants is an homage they pay, an spite of themselves, to the authority of the Catholic Church.”  

Pay homage to Rome?  Praise the Lord that those who obey God’s fourth commandment pay homage to their Creator and not to any manmade tradition inspired by Satan!  It is clear that modern Sunday worship came from the Roman Papacy!  D.B. Ray, a Roman Catholic author, in his book The Papal Controversy published in 1892, wrote this on page 179:  

“From this same Catholic Church you Protestants accepted your Sunday, and that Sunday, as the Lord's Day, the Roman Catholic Church has handed down as a TRADITION; and the entire Protestant world has accepted it as tradition, FOR THERE IS NOT AN IOTA OF SCRIPTURE TO ESTABLISH IT! Therefore, that which Protestants have accepted as their rule of faith, inadequate as it of course is, as well as your Sunday, you have accepted on the authority of the Roman Catholic Church.”  

Thus the Roman church proudly boasts that it has changed the Sabbath to Sunday, and she laughs at Protestants for obeying her commandment of Sunday worship even though there is ‘not an iota of Scripture to establish’ Sunday worship!  But Rome cannot make such a boast against Seventh-day Adventists!  Here’s what Rome has to say about the TRUE Protestants in this issue!  

“The Roman Catholic Church changed the observance of the Sabbath to Sunday by right of the divine, infallible authority given to her by her Founder, Jesus Christ.  The Protestant, claiming the Bible to be the only guide of faith, has no warrant for observing Sunday.  In this matter, THE SEVENTH-DAY ADVENTIST IS THE ONLY CONSISTENT PROTESTANT.” - The Catholic Universe bulletin, August 14, 1942, page 4.  

The Roman Papal Church claims its "mark" of authority is Sunday sacredness!  In a letter written by Cardinal Gibbons, chancellor, on November 11, 1895, this leading Roman Catholic prelate wrote:  

“Of course the Catholic Church claims that the change (from Sabbath to Sunday) was her act.  It could not have been otherwise, as none in those days would have dreamed of doing anything in matters spiritual and ecclesiastical and religious without her.  And the act is a MARK of her ecclesiastical authority in religious things.”  

Also, recently, Pope John Paul II called for a ‘workless Sunday’ in Europe, citing Sunday as the ‘MARK of Christianity’!  Friends, the issue is clear.  God told us in His word that the ‘mark’ of the beast will be enforced law in the end of time.  We are surely heading to that point!

7.  What will no one be allowed to do unless they have the "mark, or the name of the beast, or the number of his name?"  See Revelation 13:17.

Answer:  They will not be able to ________ or ________.

Note:  There will be economic sanctions against those who do not adhere to the Sunday sacredness laws of the image to the beast. Perhaps cards or certificates will be given out in the apostate churches and unless you are registered with them you will not be able to do business!  We do not know for sure how this will be enforced.  When it comes to unfulfilled prophecy, we must be careful to not be too dogmatic.

8.  What is the number of the beast?  See verse 18.   Answer:  _________.

Note:  Verse 17 says that it is the number of ‘his name’ or title.  The Roman Pope is called by the official Latin title of VICARIVS FILII DEI.  Translated this means ‘the vicar of the Son of God.’  Roman numerals have numerical value, and so it is possible to ‘count’ the number of his name as the Bible says!  Let’s do that right now!   The word VICARIVS in Roman numerals is 112; the word FILII is 53, and the word DEI is 501.   If we add 112 plus 53 plus 501, we come to the number 666, which is the number of his name -- THE NUMBER OF THE BEAST!  We have learned some pretty intense truths this session and the last one.  Let us pray earnestly about these matters and ask the Lord for strength and wisdom to let us know what to do!

A fourth part of this first angel’s message is the announcement that ‘the hour of His judgment is come.’  In order to announce that this hour has come, the people of God must know when it began!  The Advent Movement has properly understood the prophecy of Daniel chapter 8 which foretold when the heavenly sanctuary would begin to be cleansed from the record of the sins of God’s people.  This began in 1844 when the time mentioned in Daniel 8:14 commenced.  Review session 10 again to refresh your mind with the prophecy of Revelation chapter 10.  This foretold the rise of the Advent Movement and the Seventh-day Adventist Church.   Another part of this first angel’s message is the command to ‘worship Him that MADE heaven and earth, the sea and the fountains of water.’  This statement mirrors the statement found in Exodus chapter 20, verse 11 where the Lord gives us the reason for keeping the Seventh-day Sabbath holy!  The Seventh-day Sabbath was given as a memorial of creation.  We cannot ‘worship Him who MADE heaven and earth’ if we do not keep the Seventh-day Sabbath, because the Sabbath was made as a memorial to the Creator’s work of creation!  So the true church in the end of time will tell the world to ‘worship’ the Creator by remembering His holy Sabbath day!  Have you made the decision yet to worship the Creator by keeping His Sabbath in accordance with the fourth of the Ten Commandments?  If not, why not start obeying God in this matter today!

8.  What message does the second angel of Revelation chapter 14 bring to the world?

Fill in:  "________ is ________, is ________, that great ________, because she has made all ________ drink of the ________ of the ________ of her ________."

Note:  This is a message that tells the world the great Roman harlot and those churches that follow her doctrine have ‘fallen’ from truth into error.  Notice it is TWICE fallen!  It fell when it became the apostate Roman church, and it fell a second time when Protestantism began to compromise truth and drink the wine of false doctrines!  In the last days, the ‘wrath’ of her ‘fornication,’ that is, her union of church and state, will be felt by all the world when the mark of the beast (the false sabbath) is enforced by law!

9.  What fearful message does the ‘third angel’ (symbolic of God’s last day remnant church) bring to the world?

Answer:  He brings a warning about the ________ and his _________.

Note:  This is perhaps the most fearful warning found in the Bible, and it is a warning against following Rome’s false doctrines and her false sabbath (Sunday), that she says is the ‘mark of her authority’ as we quoted to you in our last session!  This is a serious matter, and those who close their ears to this message will bring terrible judgments upon themselves!  God means what He says, and in love He gives us warnings so that we would not be deceived about these important matters!  Notice also that the Seventh-day Adventist Church has been bringing this message to the world! Not too many other churches point out the truth about the beast and his mark!  But God’s remnant church is not afraid to speak the third angel’s message!

10.  How does the Lord contrast the "saints" versus those who receive the mark of the beast?  See verse 12.

Answer:  The saints have ‘patience’ and they also ________ the ________ of God!

Note:  This shows us very clearly that the mark of the beast will involve deception over one of the commandments of God.  This is why the Lord says here, right after the warning about the mark of the beast, ‘here are they that KEEP THE COMMANDMENTS OF GOD!’ This tells us that those who receive the mark of the beast are somehow being deceived over one of God’s commandments.  The only one that many Christian churches are deceived about is the fourth one, the one about the Seventh-day Sabbath!  And this is the one the Roman Catholic Church changed WITHOUT any biblical authority!

11. What does the true church in the end of time teach about the dead?  Where are they?   See verse 13.

Answer:  "... Blessed are the ________ who ________ in the Lord from henceforth; Yea, saith the ________, that they may ________ from their ________; and their ________ do ________ them."

Note:  The true church in the end of time teaches that the dead REST from their labors awaiting the resurrection when Jesus returns! Again the Seventh-day Adventist Church rings true and teaches this truth!  See Psalm 115:17, Ecclesiastes 9:6, and 1 Thessalonians 4:15-17 now.

12.  What follows immediately after these messages are given to the whole world?  See verse 14.

Answer:  The ________ of Man comes seated on a ________.  He has on His head a ________, and in His hand a ________.

Note:  This symbolizes Jesus' coming to the earth to reap the harvest! When the true gospel is preached to all the world, then the end shall come!  See Matthew 24:14.

13.  Why does the angel who comes out of the temple in heaven say it is time to reap the earth?  See Revelation 14:15.

Answer:  Because the ________ of the earth is ________.

Note:  In farming, the early rain starts the seeds growing and the ‘latter rain’ at harvest time ripens the crops for the harvest.  It is the same way with spiritual matters!  The early rain is that born again experience like the day of Pentecost in the early church.  The latter rain will be the Holy Spirit’s power that will finish the work of God’s church on the earth and ‘ripen’ the people of God for the harvest!  Verses 17 through 20 tell of the harvest of the wicked who also reach a point where God decides they are ‘ripe’ for destruction!  They are the grapes of wrath!
10.  Why did the Lord give the beast and his followers blood to drink?  See verses 5-7.

Answer:  Because they have ________ the ________ of ________ and ________!

Note:  Millions of saints were put to death at the hand of Rome and her legions.  And because of apostate Protestantism’s desire to kill those who refuse to receive the mark of the beast, God holds them guilty as if they had done it!  They too must feel the effects of this plague.

11.  What happened when the fourth plague was poured out?  See verse 8.

Answer:  The ________ was affected in such a way that it _________ men with _________.

Note:  Some have seen in the depletion of the ozone layer a forerunner, preparing the earth’s atmosphere for this plague!

12.  What did people do when the sun scorched them?  See verse 9.

Fill in:  “And men ... ________ the ________ of God, which hath ________ over these ________; and they ________ not to give Him ________."

Note:  These people do not repent because man’s probation is over, their cases are forever sealed!  Many do not realize that when the Holy Spirit is withdrawn from the finally impenitent, the real horror and character of hearts controlled by sin will become painfully evident!

13.  What happens to the kingdom of the beast when the fifth angel pours out upon it the fifth plague?  See verses 10-11.

Answer:  The beast’s kingdom was full of ________; and it was a darkness that caused _________.

Note:  Verse 11 says that they still have the sores from the first plague upon them, and now added to this is the plague of a painful darkness!  This tells us that the plagues fall in quick succession. The plague of the darkness is literal and in its absence of light and heat there is a painful cold.  The fact that it falls upon the “kingdom of the beast” can mean literally upon Rome or the then present headquarters of Babylon the Great and her daughters.  It can also mean the whole world, since at that time all but the remnant have been deceived by Babylon!  Whatever the case, the people of God will have light like the Hebrews did in the time of Egypt when the plague of darkness fell on it.  See Exodus 10:22-23.

14.  What was the focus of the sixth plague?  See verse 12.    Answer:  The ________.

Note:  To understand this plague, we must know a little about how ancient Babylon was defeated by the forces of the Medes and Persians.  Ancient Babylon was a mighty fortified city with huge walls wide enough to ride four chariots abreast on top of the walls!  The forces of the Medes went against Babylon in the year 539 B.C. on the Babylonian New Year’s Feast.  The Babylonians were so secure within their mighty walls that they went on with their feast as usual.  The leader of the Medes came up with a plan to drain off the waters of the Euphrates River that ran directly underneath the great city.  This was done a distance away from the city.  When the river was drained enough to ford, the soldiers marched directly underneath the walls of Babylon.  

This would have been to no avail had the giant bronze gates that were an added protection at the mouth of the river bed been closed.  But in a remarkable fulfillment of God’s prophetic word, the gates were not shut that night!  See Isaiah 45:1. That night Darius the Mede took the kingdom!  See Daniel 5:30-31.   Since in the book of Revelation it is not literal Babylon, but rather spiritual Babylon that is the subject of the prophecy, it is probable that the drying up of the literal Euphrates River is not what happens as a result of the sixth plague.  In Revelation “water” represents people.  See Revelation 17:15.The drying up of the river might be symbolic of the people withdrawing their support from spiritual Babylon!  A modern army would not be hindered by a small river like the Euphrates!  In Operation Desert Storm, thousands of troops and supplies crossed the ocean with ease!  This sixth plague prepares the way for the army from heaven led by King Jesus which is the seventh plague for the wicked!  It is Jesus and the armies from heaven that come from the east!  See Matthew 24:27 and Ezekiel 43:2.

15.  Just before the return of Jesus, what helps gather all the nations together to fight against God’s people, His law and His word?  See Revelation 16, verse 14.

Answer:  The ________ of ________ work ________ to ________ together the kings of the ________ for the Battle of the great day of God Almighty!

Note:  These three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the mouth of the "dragon, the beast, ... and the false prophet.”  The dragon we know is the devil.  He adds his spiritualistic power to this apostate religio-political church.  The beast is Rome and her dominions and the “false prophet” represents apostate Protestantism.  This tells us that there will be false, deceiving miracles that will be done in the name of the Lord!  These miracles will deceive the whole world!  We must be careful that we do not judge truth by so called miracles!  Truth is judged by the word of God!  These false miracles and communications from beyond will cause the nations to gather together against the Lord in the person of His people and His law.  They will then try to enforce the mark of the beast, threatening death to all who do not comply!  This is the Battle of Armageddon!

The seventh plague is the coming of Jesus, when there will be a “voice out of the temple in heaven saying, ‘It is done!’"  There will be lightning, thunder, and great hail from heaven!  A great earthquake will move every mountain and island out of its place! At that time the threefold union of Rome, spiritualism and apostate Protestantism will be broken up forever!  This is what the word of God means when it says “the great city was divided into three parts."  See verses 17 through 21.

Note:  The woman sits on seven mountains. This is a perfect identifying point here. The city of Rome in Italy has been known for many years as the “city of seven hills”!

11.  What did the angel say about the “seven kings” (the seven heads represent seven mountains and ALSO seven kings)?  See verse 10.

Answer:  ________ are fallen, and one ________, and the other is ________ come.

Note:  There had been five world powers that had come and gone prior to this period mentioned in Revelation 17.  These were Babylon, Medo-Persia, Greece, Pagan Rome, and Papal Rome’s political kingdom that ended in 1798 with the deadly head wound!  He said “one is.”  We learned in lesson 13 that the United States was rising up out of the earth in 1798.  It can therefore be designated as the sixth head of the beast, the one that IS at this point in the prophecy.  This country will lead the rest of the world to worship the Roman beast by enforcing her false doctrines and false Sabbath!  When the kings of the earth unite against the God of heaven and His truths, the seventh head will be formed!  This will happen just before the end of time when the world enforces the “mark of the beast!”  This seventh one is still “yet to come”!

12.  How long did it say the revived church and state union dominated by the papacy would last?  Same verse.

Answer:  a ________ space.

13.  How can the beast be the “eight,” when it says five have fallen, one is, and one has not yet come?  Wouldn’t that make it the seventh?

Answer:  No because five of these kings are fallen: Babylon, Medo-Persia, Greece, Rome, and the religious kingdom of church and state ruled by the papacy from 538 to 1798.  The sixth is the United States as we mentioned earlier.  The New World Order, the confederacy of nations that will support the harlot being formed today is the seventh.  When the papacy is fully healed from the deadly wound and is once more restored to worldwide political union with the kings of the earth, it will be the “eighth”, but really will still be of the seven because the  religio-political kingdom of the papacy that causes the world to worship it already existed in the centuries from 538 to 1798!!

14.  Were the kingdoms represented by the “ten horns” formed yet in John's day?  See verse 12.    Answer:  _________

Note:  These ten horns represented not only the nations that formed after the breakup of the Roman Empire, but they also represent the confederacy on nations in the end of time that will align themselves, and then eventually be controlled by the harlot church!  The “one hour” mentioned in the prophecy is probably symbolic of the short time when all the nations of the world join in to enforce the mark of the beast!  Read verse 13.   It says they have “one mind” to support and give power to the beast!  Here again we see how the image of the beast will use government “power” to enforce her ways as Papal Rome has done for centuries!

15.  Who will this union of governments and fallen religion make war with?  See verse 14.    Answer:  the _________.

Note:  They make war against Jesus by making war against His people! When Paul was persecuting the believers in the early church, Jesus said he was persecuting Him!  See Acts 9:1-5.   When the mark of the beast is enforced, and the death decree against all those who will not receive this mark is to be carried out, Jesus comes to wage war against the beast and nations of the earth that have rejected His truth!  This is the real Battle of Armageddon!  It will not be against Israel literally, but rather spiritual Israel -- the believers in Jesus!  Literal Israel was left desolate when they rejected Jesus as the Messiah!  See Matthew 23:38.   All the books sold today teaching that the Battle of Armageddon will be a battle between Russia and Israel are way off the mark.  The authors do not understand the prophecies of Revelation!  It may be that the devil will try to make it appear that these false prophecies (which he no doubt originated) may be coming true, but the sure word of God cannot be broken!  The King of Kings and Lord of Lords will come and fight against the beast and the dragon and the false prophet!  See chapter 19, verse 20.

16.  Once again, what does water represent in the prophecy of Revelation?  See verse 15.    Answer:  Many ________.

Note:  The “whore sitteth” upon many peoples of the earth!  The false church has adherents in all nations on the earth!

17.  In verse 12 it says that the ten horns (the nations) will join with the whore for a short time.  But what happens when they realize they have been deceived?  See verse 16.

Answer:  They will ________ the whore, and shall make her _________ and ________, and shall ________ her _________, and ________ her with ________.

Note:  This is also what chapter 16, verse 12 was referring to when it said the “waters” of the Euphrates River would be “dried up!”

18.  Who is the One that allows nations, and even the beast, to form and rule for a time, to test the people of the earth, and to carry out His great plans which are past our understanding?  See verse 17.

Answer:  _________

19.  Who does the woman represent?  See verse 18.

Fill in:  “That great ________, which reigneth over the _________ of the _________."

Note:  The woman represents the religious part of the papacy, the beast she rides is the political part of her kingdom of darkness!  The woman not only represents the fallen harlot church, but she also represents the city of Rome, the headquarters of the beast!  The Vatican is the heart of the Roman Church’s empire!  She rides the beast so to speak!  There is no other city on earth whose ruler claims dominion over all nations and even over kings!  Can you name one?  But the Pope of Rome claims to be the “Vicar of Christ” and to be the greatest authority on earth!  How clear the word of God is!

The things you are learning during these sessions are of great importance.  It is recommended that you study these things for yourself.  Check these subjects out for yourself!  Ask the Holy Spirit to teach you.  Check the history books, and compare what you find to what the word of God says.  See John 7:17.
10.  According to Revelation 18, verses 11 through 19, what can we say about the finances of Babylon before her fall?

Answer:  She was very ________!

Note:  The treasures of the Vatican are worth billions of dollars in art work alone!  Never mind the gold and other treasures that she has!  Surely she is rich beyond measure!  No other church on earth has a city that is as rich or as treasured by the world as Vatican City in Rome!  That’s why the whore has a ‘golden cup’ in her hand in Revelation 17, verse 4.

11.  What should the people of God do when they see her downfall?  See verse 20.

Answer: ________ with the apostles and prophets!

12.  How will Babylon’s great city be thrown down?  See verse 21.

Answer:  with ________.

Note:  We do not know if this is done through warfare, or through some other means, but we do know that it will be violent judgments that are heaven sent.  For it is the Lord who ‘avenges’ His people through her judgments!

13.  What are some of the things that will no longer be in Babylon’s great city after it is destroyed?  See verses 22-23.

Answer:  The following people will be out of work: the _________, _________, ________, and _________.  No one will light a __________, and the voice of the _________ and _________ will not be heard in her churches anymore!

14.  What is one of the chief methods the Roman Church has used to deceive the nations?  See verse 23, the last part.

Note:  This again indicates that false ‘miracles’ will be seen in the Babylonian churches!  For example, on Monday, July 11, 1994, the following story was reported in the Chicago Tribune.

CICERO, Ill. - A car pulled up to St. George Antiochian Orthodox Church in Cicero.  A man stepped from the car, fell to his knees in front of the church and began to pray, paying homage to the home of the icon that appears to be weeping.  For the church's pastor, Rev. Nicholas Dahdal, the event was another reminder of what a special place St. George’s has become in the nearly three months since an icon of the Virgin Mary holding the Baby Jesus in the church appeared to be weeping.  Interest has continued since huge crowds first gathered at the church, 1220 60th Ct.   "I have to keep my church open every day from 11 a.m. to 8 p.m., seven days a week, because people continually are coming to visit," Dahdal said. "It’s a shrine." ...   The visitors seek an anointment by the holy tears, which have fallen continuously from the face of the icon since April 22, 1994. To spread the supply of tears, the parish mixes the tears with olive oil.  More than 100,000 cotton swabs dipped in oil have been distributed by the parish to visitors, Dahdal said.  Such things will continue as the miracle working power of demons is made manifest to deceive the nations of the earth.  These false miracles are done to give more credibility to Babylon the Great and the fallen Protestant churches that will form an image to the Roman beast!  Hang on to your hats and trust in the word of God only!

15.  Why is Babylon the Great so despised by the God of heaven? See verse 24.

Note:  The tears and moans and pain of God’s millions of faithful ones may have been forgotten today by the world, and the record of these murders blotted out from modern history books, but Yahweh, the Sovereign Lord of heaven remembers their pain, and He will avenge them when He judges Babylon the Great!

Bonus Study On Righteousness By Faith

1.  We receive righteousness by God’s grace through faith in what Jesus has done.  No works we can do can merit salvation! See Ephesians 2:8-9 and Philippians 3:7-9.

2.  It is not our obedience that saves us, but rather Jesus’ perfect obedience credited to us by faith!  Jesus is the only One who has perfectly obeyed God’s law, and lived sinless!  See Romans 5:19.

3.  When we finally begin to obey God fully, we earn nothing; we should have been doing that all along!  See Luke 17:7-10.

4.  No deeds of “righteousness” that we have done can ever earn us merit toward salvation.  It is Jesus’ righteousness that saves us. His righteousness must cover us because our righteousness is like filthy rags!  See Isaiah 64:6.

5.  The Lord alone is our righteousness!  See Jeremiah 23:6.

6.  We have been “justified freely” through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus!  He has already paid the price for our ticket to heaven.  We must claim the ticket by receiving the salvation freely offered us!  Romans 3:24.

7.  Many are like the Jews in Paul’s day.  They are ignorant of God’s righteousness as a gift, and instead, go out and try to earn it with their own doings!  See Romans 9:31-32 and 10:3.

8.  But salvation by grace does not mean that we can sin willfully and still go to heaven!  If we fall into sin, we must confess and repent!  1 Corinthians 6:9-10 and 1 John 2:1.   Grace is not a license to sin!  Romans 6:14-15.

9.  We keep God’s commandments because we love Him, not so that we can be good enough to be saved!  Jesus has already paid the wages of sin for every man, women, and child who will accept the atonement by faith!  John 14:15 & 1 John 5:3.

10.  Christ is the “end” or goal (that’s what this word literally means) of the law for righteousness.  The law shows us our sin, but only Jesus’ blood can wash it away!  Romans 10:4 & 1 John 1:9.

11.  Jesus is acting as our “High Priest” in the heavenly sanctuary. He is ready to forgive us and apply the merits of His blood to our account!  Hebrews 8:1-3.

12.  The Lord will cover us with His perfect robe of righteousness if we are willing to accept it!  See Isaiah 61:10.

13. God’s grace is greater than all our sins!  Romans 5:20.

13.  What comes out of the Lord Jesus’ mouth, and what does this weapon do?  See verse 15.

Answer:  A ________, and with it He ________ the ________.

Note:  This sword is His word!  See Ephesians 6:17.   The Word of God will fight against the error and false doctrines of the beast that the whole world follows.

14.  What "name” does the Lord have written on His clothing and on His "thigh"?  See verse 16.

Answer:  ________ of ________, and ________ of ________.

Note:  What a title!  If all the kings who have ever reigned were gathered in a room, and the Word walked in, they must all bow! For He is the KING OF KINGS and the LORD OF LORDS!  Praise His name!

15.  Who does the angel call together for the "supper of the Great God"?  See verses 17-18.

Answer:  The ________ that ________ in the midst of heaven.

Note:  These birds will pick at the flesh of those who have rejected God and the great salvation He has offered them.  Instead of sitting rejoicing at the ‘marriage supper of the Lamb,’ they will BE THE SUPPER for the birds who will enjoy the ‘supper of the Great God’!  Serving Satan is surely ‘for the birds!’

16.  Who was gathered together against Jesus and the armies of heaven to fight this first phase of the Battle of Armageddon?  See verse 19.

Answer:  The ________, and the _________ of the _________, and their _________.

17.  What happens to the beast, and the false prophet, and those that follow them when Jesus returns?  verse 20.

Note:  This ‘Lake of Fire,’ as we will see in our next session, will be after the 1000 year Millennium.  The Roman Church and apostate Protestantism with all her satanic miracles, and those who were duped by them, will be thrown into the Lake of Fire!  How sad that they believed a lie and were deceived by the ‘miracles’ they saw, rather than follow the plain Word of God!

Bonus Study On The Remnant Church

1.  Jesus said that “few” would find their way to eternal life.  The great majority would be deceived and be on the wrong road! See Matthew 7:14 & Revelation 12:9.

2.  Jesus Christ is the foundation of the true church.  His name alone can save!  See 1 Corinthians 3:11 & John 14:6.

3.  Jesus used a symbol of a woman to represent His true church in Revelation 12:1.  He also used a fallen woman -- a “great harlot” to represent the false or counterfeit church in Revelation 17:3-5.

4.  The true church (the pure woman) would have to flee persecution for 1260 days (years in prophecy -- Ezek. 4:6). This would be because the false church (the harlot) would rule supreme for this time period.  The Roman Papacy was established in 538 A.D., and ruled supreme until 1798 when Napoleon’s general Berthier took the pope prisoner and abolished the papacy!  Since then it has been healed from this wound, and is now more popular than ever as the prophecy indicated!  See Revelation 12:6 & 13:3-5.

5.  The “earth” would help the pure woman (the true church) during this time of persecution.  In the late 1700s, God raised up the United States as a place for His people to have religious freedom!  Thus the true church would come out of hiding after the 1260 years in a part of the earth prepared to nurture her and protect her from religious tyranny!  Many Bible students believe that this “wilderness” place refers to the United States of America in its early stages!  See Revelation 12:15-16.

6.  Paul warned about a “falling away” before the Lord’s return. See 2 Thessalonians 2:3.

7.  The true church is called the “remnant,” and one of its chief identifying marks is that it “keeps the commandments of God.” This means all of Gods commandments, not just nine of them.  For to break one of the Ten Commandments is to break them all!  See Revelation 12:17 & James 2:10-12.

8.  The true church also warns the world about the “mark of the

beast.”  See Revelation 14:9-11.

9.  The true remnant church also tells the world to worship the Creator.  This means they must tell the world about the seventh-day Sabbath, for it is the memorial God gave of His Creatorship!  See Revelation 14:6-7 & Exodus 20:8-11.

10.  The remnant church has in it the “testimony of Jesus,” which is the “spirit of prophecy.”  In other words, it would have in it someone with the prophetic gift!  See Revelation 12:17, 19:10 & 22:8-9.

11.  The remnant church mentioned in the book of Revelation tells the world to give “glory” to God.  One of the most important ways we give glory to God is by what we eat and drink, and how we take care of our bodies.  So the true remnant church will have a health message!  See Revelation 14:7 & 1 Corinthians 10:31.

12.  The remnant church also teaches that the dead “rest” from their labors, in other words, they are asleep!  See Revelation 14:13, Psalm 119:17, Ezekiel 4:6, and John, chapter 11.

13.  The most important thing of all the true remnant church will teach is the “everlasting gospel!”  No one can be saved without the blood of Jesus applied to his or her sins!  Revelation 14:6.

14.  The Seventh-day Adventist Church rose in America after 1798.  It preaches the everlasting gospel to the world.  It includes God’s instructions about diet and health.  It teaches that the dead rest from their labors until the resurrection which takes place when Jesus returns.  It teaches the world to obey all of God’s commandments, including the fourth one concerning the seventh-day Sabbath!  It has been given the “spirit of prophecy” through the writings of E. G. White and others.  The Seventh-day Adventist Church today is warning the world about the beast and its mark!  Thus, the Seventh-day Adventist Church fits all the identifying marks of God’s remnant church in these last days of earth’s history!

Note:  Notice these nations are called “Gog and Magog.”  This is the same name used in Ezekiel 38 which so many wrongfully believe refers to nations of the earth fighting against literal Israel!  “Gog and Magog” are symbolic names for the nations of the earth in their rebellion against God!  Satan gathers them together, the resurrected wicked, to fight against God’s holy city after the 1000 years.  This might be called phase two of the Battle of Armageddon!

11.  What does this ghoulish army of resurrected wicked led by Satan do?  See verse 9.

Answer:  They surround the ________ of the ________, and the ________ city.

Note:  The New Jerusalem will descend from heaven after the 1000 years.  We know that because the wicked surround the “camp” of the beloved city!  The host of wicked watch God’s beautiful city descend from heaven.  Inside that city will be the Lord’s redeemed.  Jesus will make a place for the city as He precedes it.  See Zechariah 14:3-4.   Think about this scene.  Every one who has ever lived will be there.  The righteous who have been saved by the blood of the Lamb are safe forever in the city!  The wicked, resurrected for their judgment of the second death are outside the walls in a great army led by their general Satan!  All the wicked of all ages are there, Hitler, Attila the Hun, Nero, etc.  They follow Satan because they have no choice, and because his voice is familiar to them.  They have been following him all their lives!

12.  What happens to the wicked at this time?  See verse 9 again.

Answer:  God sends ________ down from ________ upon them and they are ________ by the ________.

Note:  This fire “devours” the wicked.  They will be utterly destroyed. In verse 10 it says the devil, and the beast, and false prophet are in this fire!  Although verse 10 says they are tormented “forever and ever,” we must remember that Revelation uses symbolic language.  We know that the devil will eventually be destroyed by this fire and never be again!  See Ezekiel 28:12-19 for proof of this.  Like the beast and the false prophet are symbolic of the Roman Church and fallen Protestantism, we can also say that the word forever here has a symbolic meaning.  Jonah said that he was in the belly of the great fish “forever.”  But he was there just three days and three nights!  See Jonah 2:6.   Today we might say, “I must have waited forever in that traffic jam!”  In that case, we really don’t mean “forever,” but a long period of time. We know very clearly that the wicked will suffer the “second death” in this Lake of Fire!  Let's read on.

13.  What is “opened” at this time, when the Lord sits on His “great white throne”?  See verses 11-12.   Answer:  ________.

Note:  These books will be used in the judgment.  In these books is recorded every sin committed by those who rejected forgiveness through the blood of the Lamb.  One of these books is called the “Book of life.”  One gets their name in this book when they accept Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior!  Is your name in the Lamb’s book?  If you have accepted Jesus as your Lord and savior, then your name is there!  If not, then do it NOW!   Notice that verse 13 says the dead were raised!  This is referring to the second resurrection!  It says “hell” gave up the dead that were in it.  The word translated “hell” is the Greek word “hades,” and means the “grave or the abode of the dead”!  The grave will be forever destroyed, and that is why it says “death and hell were cast into the lake of fire”  in verse 14.

14.  What is the lake of fire called?  See verse 14.   Answer:  The ________.

Note:  This is the fate of the wicked!  They will suffer the “second death.”  From this death there is no resurrection!  They are destroyed forever in the lake of fire!  “For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not PERISH, but have eternal life”!

15.  What happened to those who were not found written in the book of life?  See verse 15.

Answer:  They were ________ into the ________ of ________.

Bonus Study On Baptism

1.  Baptism symbolizes the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ. See Romans 6:3-4.

2.  Those who have been baptized have put on the Lord Jesus Christ.  See Gal. 3:27.

3.  Once you understand the plan of salvation, nothing should hinder you from being baptized.  See Acts 8:36-37.

4.  Jesus was baptized as an example for us.  He did it to “fulfill all righteousness.”  One of God’s requirements for the believer is baptism.  See Matthew 3:13-17 & 1 John 2:6.

5.  If a person is truly converted at the time of baptism, he or she will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit at that time.  See Acts  2:37-38.

6.  There are many different “gifts” of the Holy Spirit.  They include wisdom, knowledge, faith, healing, prayer, miracles, discernment, the ability to speak and interpret different tongues (languages), prophecy, teaching, ministry, exhortation, giving, administration, and mercy.  Each believer has at least one of these gifts!  See 1 Corinthians 12:1-11 & Romans 12:5-8.

7.  In order for baptism to be a true regenerating experience, it must be preceded by repentance.  See Acts 2:37 again.

8.  Jesus said “He that believeth AND is baptized shall be saved.” See Mark 16:16 & John 3:5.

9.  Believers are to be baptized in the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.  This is Jesus’ clear instructions to us! See Matthew 28:19.

10.  A person should be taught to obey God’s commandments before he or she is baptized.  See Matthew 28:20.

11. A person can be rebaptized if they learn additional important truths.  See Acts 19:1-5.

12.  There is only one form of baptism that the Lord recognizes. The word “‘baptizo” means to “immerse completely” in the water.  Jesus “came up out of the water.”  The Bible does not recognize baptism by “sprinkling,” neither does it recognize infant baptism!  See Ephesians 4:4-5, Matthew 3:16, and John 3:23.  They wouldn’t need “much water” if they baptized by sprinkling!

13.  If you have believed in Jesus, and have not yet been baptized according to the Bible’s instructions, then you should be baptized as soon as possible!  Acts 22:16.
15.  What is the size of this great city?  See verses 15-16.   Answer:  __________

Note:  The city is “foursquare.”  This means that the 12,000 furlongs is equal to about 1500 square miles!  That would be three hundred and seventy-five miles on each side!  And the Bible says that it is as high as it is wide.  A city this large would take in several states and be many miles high!  It will be, as the young people say “awesome”!

16.  How high is the wall of this great city?  See verse 17.   Answer:  ________ and ________ cubits.

Note:  Since a Bible cubit is approximately 18 inches, then this wall would be about 216 feet high, and sitting on twelve glorious foundations of precious stones!  From a distance it will appear that the city is a jewel sitting on a rainbow!

17.  What is this great wall made of?  See verse 18.   Answer:  __________

Note:  A 216 foot high wall of pure jasper!  And the city was made of “pure gold!”  So pure is the gold of the city, that it appeared to John to be "like unto clear glass"!

18.  What was each of the massive gates made out of?  See verses 19 through 21.   Answer:  A single ________.

Note: Here’s where the expression the “pearly gates” comes from.  But this is no imaginary scene!  This is the sure word of God!  Jesus said, “these words are faithful and true”!  See verse 5 again.

19.  Did John see a temple in the New Jerusalem?  See verse 22.   Answer:  __________

Note:  On that day, man will be able to see God face to face!  There will be no need for a temple.  The temple was built so that God could dwell with sinful man and meet with man while man was in a sinful state.  See Exodus 29:42.   To sin, God is a consuming fire. See Hebrews 12:29.   But after sin has been destroyed, we will be able to see the Lord face to face, with no need of a veil between!  We will be able to walk with the Lord in the cool of the day as Adam and Eve did before sin entered the world!  See Genesis 3:8.

20.  Will there be any need for the sun to light up the New Jerusalem?  See verse 23.   Answer:  __________

Note:  It does not say there is no sun, it only says there is no NEED of the sun because the bright light of God’s glory will make it a perpetual, glorious day in the city!  Verse 25 says the gates never shut and "there is no night THERE, in the city"!  Talk about a city that never sleeps, this one will be it!

21.  Will there be kings set up by God in different parts of the earth to rule with Him?  See verse 24.   Answer:  __________

Note:  These are the “nations of the saved”!  The kings that have authority take no glory or pride in themselves, rather, “they bring their glory and honor” into God’s city!

22.  Will anything that defiles enter that glorious city?  See verse 27.   Answer:  __________

Bonus Study On What Seventh-day Adventists Believe

1.  Seventh-day Adventists believe in the Godhead of Father, Son, and Holy Spirit (the Trinity).  They believe that there are Three eternal Persons in the one Godhead.  Matthew 28:18-19.

2.  Seventh-day Adventists believe that the Bible is God’s inspired Word, and the only rule of faith and practice for the Christian.  Matthew 4:4 & 2 Timothy 3:16.

3.  Seventh-day Adventists believe that the only way we can be saved from sin and its penalty is through the shed blood of Jesus Christ.  His righteousness must be received by faith.  By grace we are saved through faith.  Ephesians 2:8-9, and Philippians 3:7-9.

4.  Seventh-day Adventists believe that the response to God’s saving grace should be loving obedience to His Word and His moral law embodied in the Ten Commandments.  Sin is the transgression of God’s law.  John 14:15, 1 John 2:4,3:4, 1 John 2:6, and Revelation 22:14.

5.  Seventh-day Adventists believe that the observance of the seventh-day Sabbath, the fourth of the Ten Commandments, is still valid.  Failure to observe this commandment is just as much a sin as disobeying any of the other nine.  The sabbath is a memorial of creation, and was not done away at the cross like the ceremonial sabbaths, and the ceremonial laws.  The Seventh-day Sabbath was made before sin entered the world, and it will be observed even in the earth made new.  See Exodus 20:8-11, Isaiah 66:22-23, and James 2:10-12.

6.  Seventh-day Adventists believe that God’s health laws which forbid the eating of unclean animals is reasonable, and still valid for the Christian.  They do not believe a Christian should willfully destroy their body temple by smoking or drinking alcoholic beverages.  They also believe that Christians should be clean, neat, and dress in a modest way, avoiding outward adornments and jewelry.  Leviticus 11, Deut. 14, and 1 Peter 3:1-4.

7.  Seventh-day Adventists believe in the resurrection of the righteous that will take place when Jesus returns the second time.  They believe the words of Jesus that the dead are "asleep," and “know not anything.”  They believe that the wicked will suffer eternal “death” (the second death) which is what the wages of sin are.  See 1 Cor. 15:51-53, John, chapter 11, Ecclesiastes 9:6, Romans 6:23, and 2 Thess. 1:9-11.

8.  Seventh-day Adventists believe that a Christian is to return a “tithe” (one tenth of his income) to the Lord.  To fail to do this is to rob God of what is His.  A cheerful giver and supporter of His work the Lord loves!  See Malachi 3:8-12, 2 Cor. 9:6-7, and 1 Cor. 9:13-14.

9.  Seventh-day Adventists believe that the Lord raised up the Adventist movement in these last days of history to proclaim the truths that have been forgotten through compromise and false teachings.  They believe that God is calling true believers out of those churches that teach error, and fail to teach the Word and law of God.  Revelation 12:17, Revelation 14:12, and Revelation 18:1-4.
